13. Reminder of Constitution changes for 2016-2017 APHL Season.
i) Overtime: Overtime for the APHL regular season will consist of a 5-minute straight time 3 on 3 sudden death period. Points will be awarded for overtime play as follows 2 points for OT win, 1 point for OT tie, 1 point for OT loss. If a penalty occurs in OT play will resume with a 4 on 3 advantage. Minor penalties will be 3:00 minute penalty.

Please see attached. Ensure one of these is posted in the ref room of each arena and if possible at the time keepers bench. Also inform your association of this.

ii) Overage player applications: i) In order to apply for overage status the overage player application criteria and guideline form must be fully completed. ii) Hockey Alberta views overage status as a privilege and not a right. Hockey Alberta guidelines of overage status is not a Hockey Alberta regulation iii) The APHL will review Overage application once only per season per player. Forms not completed correctly the first time will not be reviewed again and are automatically denied for overage request.
iii) Scheduling Rules:
i) A draw will be held for seat placement at the scheduling table. One member from each association will draw a number. The lowest number will represent the first spot at the scheduling table and will be the first to schedule two games. The highest number will be the last to schedule two games at the scheduling table. After the last person has scheduled their two games the format then reverts back to the first person who then schedules their next two games.
ii) Each division will be allowed 1hour and 30 minutes to schedule games.

: The APHL President will announce a 30-minute warning, followed by a 20-minute warning and a 15-minute warning.

: At the 15-minute warning the President or Scheduling director will take control of the table and assist in scheduling the final games to be scheduled.
iii) Each team is required to have one person to schedule games and sit around the table, a       maximum of two members maybe in attendance the second member must sit behind the scheduler and not at the table.
iv) One member from the scheduling table must step forward to record all games on the master scheduling sheet. (this preferably being one of the 2nd members for the association)
v) Each team is required to review the master schedule once printed of by the APHL representative. Any errors or mistakes should be noted and changed. 

vi)The APHL President or Scheduling director has the authority to remove anyone from the 
meeting if that person(s) are conducting themselves in a unprofessional manner and or 
abusive towards any APHL representative or any member at the scheduling meeting.
