All Officials, junior, senior, returning, new and ACOP participants all need to complete the
online registration, online modules and select a clinic to attend prior to attending one of the 85
clinics across the province. Attached in the email are the clinic scheduled. Please review the
notes attached to each clinic so you can ensure you are elidable to attend that clinic.

If you sign up for a clinic and then can’t attend and need to be moved to another clinic, please
email TrentC@sha.sk.ca.

Instructions for Senior Officials will be provided at a later date, as there is a new process for the
2017-18 season and the final work for that website is being completed. It should be ready to go
the last week of August.

Here are the instructions to follow to complete the Junior certification process:

1. Go to www.sha.sk.ca

2. Select the ‘Officials’ option from the menu bar and click on ‘Officials Registration’ and
‘Registration’

3. Click the link for ‘Junior Officials Registration’

Registrant’

5. Fill in the registration completely, check the box stating ‘I’'m not a robot’ and click
‘Submit’

6. This will take you to the payment page to complete the payment through PayPal (If
applicable).

7. Fill out the payment page and submit the payment.

This
certificate needs to be produced at the clinic you attend (Either a printed copy or photo
on your mobile device)
