3) Motion to adopt agenda by Genevieve and seconded by Michelle

4) Treasurer Report ~ Michelle Hembling: 
a. Balance of $ 19, 475.59 (copy attached).  (Waiting for cheque $70 to be cashed).  Note: Balance is up approx $2000 from last year.  Received $2500 SK Lotteries grant this year as well.
