1.  Meeting called to order at 7:38pm. 

2. Approval of Agenda – MOTION: to approve agenda, moved by Kathy Lukas and seconded by Kim Patten.  

3. Approval of Minutes MOTION: to approve the minutes from the March 16, 2016 meeting, moved by Rob Corscadden and seconded by Alexis Snowdon.

4.  Treasurer Report – (Chris Kearney) –  The Annual Report and Budget are not quite complete, but will be complete within the week and a report sent out.  Still need consider raising Silver Ring fees.
5. Registration and Fees – (Brian Hoyano) – Registration will open up on Thursday May 5th.  MOTION: to raise player registration fees by $25 from U10 to U19, and Active Start to increase $10 and request volunteer cheques, moved by Brian Hoyano, seconded by Rob Corscadden, carried.  Active Start Registration numbers to max out at 45 players.

       

6. Coaching – (Shannon Langstrom) – Survey Monkey to close on April 27th, ACTION: Shannon Langstrom to send out a reminder email and have Coach Feedback prepared prior to the May 4th AGM. 

7. Equipment – (Kim Patten for Scott Patten) – Scott Patten requested that $3000 be written in the budget for next season and Chris Kearney indicated that it was already out in for next year.

8. 3 on 3 update – (Shannon Langstrom) – The 3 divisions are now playing.  Division 1 is challenging at the moment as there were not enough registrations to form 3 teams.  It was also noted that the intensity seems to be at a premium at Division 1 where Division 2 and 3 are a lot more relaxed.  Division 2 has opened up the time to all players who can attend.
9.  Player Development – (Chris Birmingham) – Chris Birmingham not in attendance.
10.  Goalie Development – (Ken Hogan) – Ken Hogan would like to get our goalie development started earlier than October for next season.  Ken finds that Gold In the Net does not have enough ringette focus and 5 count is very expensive.  ACTION:  Ken Hogan to research Beaumont Goalie Academy and develop a plan for next season.
11.  CTR Event / Recruitment Cards – (Brian Hoyano) – June 12th at Terwillegar will be our next Come Try It Event. Leanne Devlin has agreed to shadow Sharon Giles for this event and will plan and run the next.  Kim Patten brought recruitment cards to distribute.  ECSD has approved the card for distribution, EPSB needs schools to be identified.  Families who were not able to complete volunteer duties can also go out to public skates and promote the sport and distribute cards.
12.  Ice – (Carla Walker) – The city has allowed us to drop our Grand Trunk ice with no penalty, we will also lose Donnan due to the fact that it is closing.  We are able to pick up some ice at Garrison and at the Downtown arena but the parking will be at a cost of $20.  ACTION:  Carla Walker to look into acquiring ice at Enoch and the Leduc Private Arena.  The city has decided to remove themselves from negotiating ice for tournaments and this poses an issue for both the EFCLRA Silver Ring the  ERC Wood.  Our participant number does not equal that of the time we request to hold our events (350 players to hockey’s 9000) so 2 organizations have decided to not give us the Terwillegar ice we are accustomed to.  However for Silver Ring we are able to acquire ice if we move toe the weekend following Minor Hockey Week.  MOTION:  to move the 2017 Silver Ring Tournament to January 20th – 22nd and to reduce the number of accepted teams to 50, carried.
