1.  Meeting called to order at 8:05pm.

       U10 – (Chris Kleinmann) – Step 1 – Great experience, coaches had a good year.  Step 2 – U10S2-2 Had a great season, U10 S2-1 had a good season but experienced a few attendance issues.  Step 3 – U10S3-1 had a good season with a silver medal finish for BGL and U10S3-2 improved greatly over the course of the season.  There are concerns moving forward to next season regarding the steps, a tiering formula needs to be addressed.



       U12 – (Marcie Arnold) – U12B had issue with RAB playdowns as they only got to p lay for 1 day.  North seems to be rather strong in comparison to the South.  Can we send out a message to U10/U12 explaining why we performed the UAA testing at this point in the season?



       U14 – (Kim Patten) – U14A’s finished strong, playing spoiler to St. Albert and Sherwood Park making provincials.  U14B Team 2 had an unfortunate situation arise with their goalie having broke her foot and not able to compete in Playdowns.        U16 – (Jon Gosche) – Both teams had a good year.  Jon Gosche has tried to send ref feedback on the RAB website.
       U19 – (Kathy Lukas) – U19B Also finished strong and had positive coaching reviews.  U19A was disappointed to not make provincials but they had some penalty issues.
6. Coaching Survey – (Shannon Langstrom) – We have had 99 coach surveys filled out to date on Survey Monkey.  There are a few that require review by the coaching committee going forward next year. 9.  Marketing/Recruitment – (Brian Hoyano) – We will host a Come Try It Event the weekend of June 11th, Carla Walker to procure ice for the event.  ACTION:  Kim Patten to create a new recruitment card to distribute at schools, and have 10000 printed for the next board meeting.  ACTION: Marcie Arnold to contact the Catholic and Kim Patten to contact the Public School Boards to see how we go about getting the cards distributed to Kindergarten to Grade 3 students.
