i. Treasurer’s Report/Budget
1. 187 teams in 2011/12 winter league

2. 77 teams 2012 spring league

3. $62.16 in Casino account
4. $122,674.36 (to July 15th, 2012) in General account

6. Forecast in general account to 31-Jul-2012 $120,000.00
7. Total revenue for 2011/12 is $285,862.00 which is a forecast through to 15-Jul-2012.

8. Discussion had regarding sponsorship and looking into grants.  Shaun has a lead on one grant to help with costs with office rental.
9. Fee increases discussed and questioned by membership.  It was discussed that GO Centre gym rentals are higher than school rentals thus the need to increase team fees.  GO Centre rates are $50 per hour, and discussion held that that fee could increase depending on the GO Centre’s future revenue.

10. Discussion held with regards to the budget and the need to increase fees so we can operate with a balanced budget.

11. An increase in fees was discussed at length.  
a. Motion made by Chris Billings to increase fees to $1200 for city teams and $1050 for out of town teams / 2nd Arden Spachynski / motion carried
b. Motion made by Chris Billings that city juvenile teams pay $900 (in town) $ 750 (out of town) for a refund of $300 for city teams and $250 for out of town teams / 2nd by Arden Spachynski / motion carried

12. Motion made by Chris Billings that we split the casino funds into two years making it $35,000 per year and add a line on the budget on the general bank for $10,000 to offset the costs / 2nd Mark May / motion carried.

13. Lynn/Shaun volunteered to contact somebody with regards to insurance.  
b. Rule Book 
i. Many word changes were corrected.  
ii. Many major rule changes were discussed at length
iii. Removal discipline director
iv. G-82… we recommend every player have a designated pair of shoes.  The contract with joint use agrees that we do not have shoes with marking soles, and are indoor shoes… leave the rule as is.  Non-compliance may result in forfeiture.
