1. Call to Order Welcome @ 7:15pm
2. Acceptance of Previous Minutes
2.1. Community Directors Meeting – Sunday April 15, 2012
2.1.1. Motion to accept minutes made by Lynn Hyska / 2nd Mark May / motion carried

3. Additions Approval of Agenda
3.1. Motion to accept approval of agenda made by Nat Hoy / 2nd Andrew Lowry / motion carried

4. Agenda Items

4.1. Budget (check previous meeting minutes)
4.1.1. Casino account - $62.16
4.1.2. General account - $137,727.61
4.1.3. GIC account - $100,000.00
4.1.4. Books will go to accountant this week with financial statements to be done in a couple of weeks.  Tax returns will be filed.

4.2. Casino - 4th quarter 2014
4.2.1. Next casino scheduled for Oct.-Dec. 2014
4.2.2. Volunteers will notified at a later date.
4.2.3. For Aug., 2012 casino one SE worker did not attend.  The alternate showed up thus no breach of our policy was warranted and no fine issued.  It is our policy that workers be fined that do not show up, however, in this case, the alternate worked.
4.3. Provincials
4.3.1. Dates set for March 8th & 9th, 2013.

4.3.2. Basketball Alberta agreed to change the dates so it doesn’t conflict with high school provincials.
4.3.3. Currently, the plan is that the location will be in Edmonton at the Saville Community (SCSC) for 2013.  
4.3.4. As per the meeting held with Basketball AB, it was agreed that we need to make the provincial tournament more of a ‘big deal’ for the participants.  We feel it necessary to make it feel like a ‘real’ provincial tournament with more activities and events surrounding the weekend.  It is hopeful that in a month or two, we will know more of what will transpire for the tournament.

4.4. EYBA A division tournament 
4.4.1. All teams that want to see whether they can compete in the A division for 2012-13, the mini A tournament will be held on Saturday, September 22nd at the SCSC, teams will play 3-4 games.
4.4.2. Shaun will have to know by September 17th, 2012 which teams are entering the mini A tournament.

4.4.3. There is no cost to play in the mini tournament, however, EYBA will be getting EBOA officials to ref all games rather than coaches.

4.4.4. A division games start on Oct. 2nd & 3rd.  If teams declare NOT to play in the A division, coaches are to refer to the rule book in terms of whether or not their team can stay together.  Shaun must get confirmation of A division teams by September 25th.

4.5. Bears/Pandas night out 
4.5.1. Dates set for Nov. 2nd (boys) & 3rd (girls). 
4.5.2. Shaun will contact Community directors when he has them.
4.6. Coaches meeting
4.6.1. Brian Anstice held discussions with EBOA regarding coaches/parents behavior towards young officials.  We wanted to make a mandatory meeting that all coaches must attend prior to the upcoming season.  Rather, Brian will get assistance in putting together a video (to be about 10 minutes in length) to be put on You Tube with information and test.  A test will verify that coaches watched the video.  The test will be prepared and ready by Oct. 1st.  By the end of October, they must be submitted to Shaun.  Every coach, every assistant coach, every manager anybody, therefore everybody attached to the team must participate.  It is recommended that coaches have their parents watch the video as well (without them having to take a test).  It is still recommended that each zone host their own coaches’ meetings.  Directors are to coordinate with Shaun with regards to getting all EYBA documentation from him.
4.7. Officials
4.7.1. Discussion held regarding Officials’ fees are going up again this year.  EYBA will NOT agree to EBOA’s future increases (see attached).  EBOA wants to get community officials up to be par with junior high and high school, so their wage to be closer in comparison.  Discussion had with regards to starting our own EYBA Referees Association.  It was discussed that EBOA wants to see EYBA pay travel fees to referees for those that travel to Beaumont.  Shaun discussed it with them that the short of notice for this season was not acceptable.  EBOA agreed to take that travel fee out for this year.  With the EBOA Assignor’s fees over $9,800 and increasing next year, EBOA fees are getting very high.  Level 1 (stripe) and EYBA Officials clinic is next weekend @ Rosslyn Junior High.
4.8. Mites
4.8.1. Tim Walker (SW) would like to hold a meeting with all zones that operate a mites (U9) program to compare notes with regards to how everybody runs the program in their respective zone.  Shaun will send out an email to all entities and if there is interest in the mite program, a meeting will be organized.
4.9. Website

4.9.1. The process to enter members onto the new website is currently not known.  Shaun asked that all community directors supply with paper copies or email excel spreadsheets and get those to Shaun when all teams are set up.  Any import releases must be done prior to any games.  Deadline to receive all teams registration and fees is September 18th, including all A division teams.  
4.10. Player cards

4.10.1. In agreement with Saville Community Sports Centre players must scan their player cards when entering the facility.

4.10.2. Last year’s players are to use expired cards.  However, they must go on and re-register same card.

4.10.3. Any cards not received last year can contact their community directors.
