2. Acceptance of Previous Minutes
2.1. Community Directors Meeting – Sunday January 17, 2016
2.1.1. MOTION to accept previous minutes made by Nathan Drager / 2nd Lynn Hyska / MOTION CARRIED

4. Agenda Items

4.1. Treasurers Report
4.1.1. General Account - $594,110.60 with $475,000 that will be invested into a GIC tomorrow (Feb. 22nd).
4.1.2. Casino Account - $22.75

4.1.3. Annual report has not been received back from the Government yet.  It’s been submitted and will take another six weeks before we receive it. 

4.1.4. Lynn Hyska is canvassing for the Heart/Stroke Foundation.    MOTION made by Darlene Anstice that EYBA donate $200 to the Heart & Stroke Foundation on behalf of EYBA / 2nd Nathan Drader / MOTION CARRIED

4.2. Basketball Alberta/Provincials
4.2.1. Brian Anstice spoke with regards to Basketball Alberta running a C/D division provincial taking EYBA’s vision of our own ‘Celebration of Basketball’ and how having C/D division provincials will impact this year’s tournament.  BA did not involve EYBA with their decision to run C/D provincials at the same time as having the A & B provincial tournament.  This will impact our plan for Opening Ceremonies due to lack of gym time, it’s impacted volunteers and it’s impacted that we now have to include Sunday play.  EYBA’s vision of a C/D Division ‘Celebration of Basketball’ was to have that event on a separate weekend as not to include the Sunday. 
4.2.2. Jef Bailey from Basketball Alberta summarised some points with regards to youth provincials.

4.2.2.1. Two years ago a discussion was brought forward about consideration being made to expand the Youth Provincials to include more teams so that more kids can be involved in the youth provincials.  BA directive has always been to encourage more participation from throughout the province.  Right now, leagues such as Lethbridge, Red Deer, Fort McMurray, Lloydminster, etc., there are not the teams that can complete at the A/B level, so BA discussed having a 3rd division for C/D teams that would include those outlying communities so those kids can be involved in a youth provincial.  

4.2.2.2. The objective would be to move forward for the 2016 season.  This year, not knowing whether or not the Pandas would be advancing to host the final four, which would be the same weekend as the youth provincials, diminishing our hopes to host games in the competition gym.   Going into last night, there was more solid confirmation that we would have access to the competition gym due to Padas NOT hosting final four.  
4.2.2.3. Format brought forward that the Sunday games would be hosting ONLY medal games and Sunday would be designated ‘Championship Sunday.’

4.2.2.4. Discussion held about the scheduling of games so that Minis don’t play any 9pm games during the tournament.
4.2.2.5. Jef confirmed that teams in C/D will be asked to have parents doing the score/time keeping.  Discussion had that it’s always difficult to get parent volunteers for A/B and assigning them ahead of time. Discussion had about volunteers and it was decided that we move to have one parent volunteer on the score/time table per team, then have two Gym Marshalls, one table and one court.  We move forward with only one volunteer per court.  Shaun’s schedule has to be reworked regardless due to schedule change. 
4.2.2.6. Jef Bailey asked for (3) volunteers at tournament per game for Divisions A & B divisions.  No volunteers from EYBA are required for C/D division. 
4.2.2.7. For the 18 bronze games and 18 gold/silver games, we discussed that EYBA provide (3) volunteers for all medal games, and we provide (2) gym/table monitors for Friday/Saturday games only and those Friday/Saturday games will be score/time keepers one from each team.
4.2.2.8. Discussion and confirmation that should we have parents score/timing games on Friday & Saturday, the Gym/Court Marshall will be designated to score/time a game should a parent not come forward. 
4.2.2.9. Jef commented that BA would like to have use of the cage area downstairs and having one room upstairs.  Medals are ordered and received.  BA will provide team pictures and T-shirts for the mini teams will also be provided.  Discussion that this should also be included for ALL teams, not just mini teams.  Wait on Jef to find out what BA will do for the C/D kids.
4.2.2.10. Discussion that we should have every player included on the same goods they receive.  All kids pay the same price to enter the tournament regardless of the division. 

4.2.2.11. Basketball AB is not looking to run an opening ceremony.  They will provide player of the game t-shirts.  EYBA is providing jerseys for A/B teams only but we discussed every team needs to receive the same thing.  BA will discuss and let EYBA know what they will be providing for the C/D teams in difference of the A/B teams.  Shaun is ordering participant jerseys now.  
4.2.2.12. Jef commented that they will NOT provide medals for C/D, but they will provide photos for C/D teams.  Discussion and agreement that ALL teams should receive medals in C/D as well just like in A/B.  Jef confirmed that C/D teams will not be getting medals.
4.2.2.13. Jef will take back to BA our suggestions and questions to see if they can provide equality to C/D teams with regards to team hand-outs/medals.  EYBA’s concern is perception and that all things should be equal between all divisions.
4.2.2.14. Jef will contact all other teams, CMBA and other, that they will need to provide score/time keepers for games on Friday & Saturday. 
4.2.2.15. Shaun confirmed listing of teams and asked that each Zone confirm their teams for provincials.
4.2.2.16. MOTION made by Lynn Hyska that EYBA provide (2) monitors (one table & one gym) for every game during Friday and Saturday games.  We then provide (3) volunteers (one score keeper, one time keeper and one court/game marshall) for all medal games on Sunday / 2nd Kevin Hofstede / MOTION CARRIED 

4.2.2.17. Shaun to provide updated list of volunteer requirements and send out to Zones.

4.2.2.18. Jef was thanked for attending the meeting.
4.3. EBOA
4.3.1. Leo Mangano spoke on behalf of EBOA with regards to providing their best Officials to work at this year’s youth provincials.  The plan will be to have a good balance at every game with one experienced/ high-level official officiating with one less-experienced/younger official.
4.3.2. Leo will provide monitors that will attend throughout the days during provincials that will help out with any issues that Officials may be having, keep games on time, work with people at the score table, etc..  EBOA will provide refreshments for all Officials.

4.3.3. Donna enquired with Leo if there are new Officials just starting to officiate during playoffs.  Leo is unsure but can find out for certain.  Games, especially during playoffs, should have at least one experienced Official involved and it should not be two inexperienced/new Officials.
4.3.4. Carr Miceli commented that some Officials he has dealt with have had bad attitudes.  Discussion that we need to work together with Coaches and Officials and not against each other.  Lines of communication needs to be kept open.

4.3.5. Leo advised that every year he sponsors the Riverbend Junior high tournament by providing pink shoe laces to bring Cancer awareness and he would be interested in sponsoring a weekend for EYBA for any awareness that we may desire. 

4.3.6. Leo was thanked for attending the meeting.

4.4. Zone Boundaries 
Outside Edmonton zones were discussed (as per last meeting minutes).  Brian Anstice commented that he has spoken with Chad Bowie recently about this and that he and Chad will discuss again and finalize their thoughts.  Then at this year’s AGM, they will get back to membership in regards to the Strathcona County/Sherwood Park/Fort Saskatchewan and area zone as at the same time all Zones will be discussed and finalized.
4.5. Spring League 
4.5.1. Deadline is March 11th due to cancellation of gym time.  No individual players.  Only club program for boys spring league is Swoosh (no Jr. Bears, no Jr. Griffins).

4.5.2. Information is now posted on EYBA’s website; cost is $1500 per team, $100 gym deposit.

4.5.3. If a division has ten teams, they will be in one group; anything more than ten will include a short seeding round.
4.5.4. Practice gyms are determined AFTER game schedules are completed.  First-come First-served for practice gyms.

5. New Business
5.1. Mites tournament is March 19th (7 teams so far).  Deadline to register is March 4th.

5.2. Leduc’s Nathan Drader wants to know if we would consider doing bantam/midget A’s for half-seasons due to their players becoming over-trained and/or injured.
5.2.1. Discussion held about this.  Shaun advised that EYBA has discussed this for three years and we haven’t since changed views of running two separate seasons for Bantam or Midget A teams, such as is done in Juvenile.

5.2.2. It was discussed that EYBA’s B & C divisions have players that also play on their school teams as well.  It comes to choices that kids have to make when deciding upon whether to get involved in both school and community sports. 

5.2.3. EYBA would not be looking at ending the Community season for any Bantam/Midget teams in December, regardless of division.
