Tournament Rules

1. Players, coaches, parents, spectators, officials and tournament organizers are expected to abide by the posted fair play codes.


2. All games consist of three twenty minute periods of stopped time. There will be a flood halfway through the second period during Saturday games and after each period on Sunday.  After notifying both coaches, the Tournament Chair may shorten games due to time constraints.



3. Playoff positions for Sunday’s finals are determined on a points basis, with 2 points for a win, 1 point for a tie and zero points for a loss. The third place team in each pool will play in the C final for 5th & 6th place, the second place in the B will play for Bronze & 4th place and the first place in the A pool play for Gold & Silver.
4. Ties in the standings will be broken on the following order: most goals for, least goals against, least penalty minutes, earliest goal in the team's first game of the tournament.

5. If a Sunday game is tied after 3 periods there will be a 10 minute sudden death overtime period.  If the game is still tied, three players will shoot penalty shots in alternating order, beginning with the team that scored first in that game.  The team scoring the most goals in their three shots is the winner.  If still tied, then each team rotates through team, one player at a time (not original 3) in a sudden death shootout.


6. Any disputes must be submitted promptly to the tournament chair for resolution.  A dispute not satisfactorily resolved by the tournament chair may be submitted to the Dispute Resolution Committee for final review. Appointed persons are: ___________, ____________ & __________.
7. All Canadian Hockey Association, and Hockey Alberta rules will apply unless directly enhanced by these rules.


8. Parents and team officials are expected to ensure that players and siblings are properly supervised at all times.
