Associations are encouraged to register for prosmart sports systems. They provide practice plans tailored to each age group. As well they have acquired “Rosterbot” which is a completely free program used to schedule teams.  www.prosmarthockey.com/associationsignup

	SPHL, 1660 and NCMH have been dissolved. All 3 leagues have been amalgamated into the Northern Alberta Interlock League. 

	NAI has moved to an entirely online system. Manager Guidelines are all online, as well as all forms managers will need for their teams. 

-all affiliations will be done online

-all disciplinary forms have become the responsibility of the manager of affected player. There is an online form that must be filled out in addition to game sheet

-all game sheets will be submitted online www.NAinterlock.com

	Novice will be divided by region, and will begin with a 6 week preseason ending on November 20, 2017. All schedule release dates are available on the website. 

	Each association is required to come up with a definitive policy in regards to criminal record checks. It is advised that every adult who will be in direct contact with a member of the vulnerable sector has one (aka any child). Once criminal record checks have been completed our association is required to report that information to the League via the website. 

	Respect in Sport is being Phased out. Will be replaced with PEP which will require recertification every 4 years. This includes all coaching RIS as well. This will be implemented in the 2018/2019 season. 

	Tiering

-all team placements will be confirmed after tiering games via teleconference between “select individuals”

-any tier questions must be dealt with through the website

-in case of an association disagreement with tier placement a movement form must be submitted within 24 hours of tier postings. 

-tier 2 and below games will be determined based upon travel times NAI has a “creative plan” they will be implementing

	Refs will no longer need to submit hand written write-ups, new ref guidelines will be sent out after Hockey Alberta’s AGM

	NAI will have zero tolerance for forfeits

A team who forfeits will be subjected to the following disciplinary actions:

1) Barred from League Playoffs

2) Fined

3) Loss of associations NAI Bond

4) Entire association can be removed from League

5) Forfeit in playoffs means automatic removal from all remaining games

6) Only 3 game movements will be allowed without fines during the season. All game changed must be submitted immediately on the NAI website for approval from the governing board.
