- All University Ringette Team members pursue full time post-secondary studies at 

one of the following universities: MacEwan, Alberta, Concordia or NAIT. 

 

- Our “Kids in the Crowd” program allows coaches to bring their entire team to see 

a University Ringette game.

Challenge Cup. The UCC is a national showcase of ringette skill and talent and 

will be held next in January 2017. The University Ringette Team is four time 

national champion after winning gold medals January 2012, 2013, 2014 & 2015. 

 

- In 2014 the University Ringette Team was inducted into the City of Edmonton 

Sports Hall of Fame in recognition of its accomplishments on and off the ice! 

 

- The extensive volunteer effort delivered by the University Ringette Team over the 

past 7 years with Ringette Scores On Cancer (generating $625,000 dollars for 

cancer research) resulted in a prestigious 2014 National Philanthropy Award.
