Schedule

e Team pictures will be the week of May 7-9th (schedule will be sent out). We encourage all
teams to get their photos done during the scheduled times.

Arrangements for
additional services will be at the expense of the team or individual requesting the addition.

¢ In order to make the House League tournament on June 8-10™ a success many volunteers
are required. Friday night is the Hit, Run and Throw Contest. Teams must have a
tournament representative attend meetings at the Log Cabin (15! meeting is May 6 7-9pm)
no rep, no play. The tournament representative will then ask for additional volunteers
from each team to fill different positions (donation coordinator, hit run & throw volunteers,
concessions, etc.) Please remember that the Coaches are already volunteering their time,
so it should be a different parent. Each team will be responsible to raise a minimum of $50
for team prizes, shirts and loot bags.
