Background: 
Penny Roth was a lifelong resident of Baden (daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Henry Roth). Penny played third base and pitched for Baden Minor Softball’s first girls’ team. She was the very first to receive the girls Most Valuable Player Award (Donated by Honderich Hairdressing). She received this award in November of 1969. 
Penny died December 11, 1969 as a result of a vehicle-pedestrian accident. Donations, made as an expression of sympathy were given to Baden Minor Softball Association. 
Because of Penny’s superior ability as a softball player and her outstanding sportsmanship, it was decided to dedicate an award each year to the player who best personified her characteristics of sportsmanship and ability.
