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Coaching Selection Process:

Anyone interested in coaching in the MRA should review the "Coaching in the MRA” document and if they wish - put in an application to coach.  Every candidate that does apply will receive a confirmation email that their of application has been received.  If you have not received confirmation of your application within 2 days please send an email to the Director of Coaching at directorcoaching@mississaugaringette.com 

Application Process

1. Complete the application posted on the website and submit as directed by the deadline of March 6, 2015. 

2. Confirmation of your application will be sent within 2 days of your submission
3. All head coach applicants will receive an interview with the coaching selection committee.  This year interviews are scheduled to occur sometime before the end of March.  This may be a phone conference.  This will be determined based on the availability of all parties.

4. The coaching selection committee will be comprised of:  The Director of Coaching, The Director of Player Development, MRA parent, Ringette player, Non-MRA Coach.  Once the committee is formed, members will be communicated to all MRA.  All committee members will take part in all interviews, to the best of their ability.  This is for clarity and consistency.

5. The Coaching Selection Committee will recommend coaching appointments to the MRA Executive who will meet to discuss and vote on the recommendations made by the committee.

6. We recognize that MRA is a small community. There may be times when members of the selection committee and/or members of the Executive may have a conflict of interest.  It is not possible to eliminate all conflicts of interest because our volunteer community is so small and we want the volunteers working together.  To avoid issues arising from a conflict of interest, we define a "direct conflict of interest" to be as follows:  1) interviewing and voting on a family member, 2) interviewing and voting on a coach for your daughter's team.  If a member of the selection committee is in a conflict or feels that they cannot be objective, they must sit out the interviewing process. The committee can either replace the committee member with another representative for those interviews OR can go with the smaller number of members.  In the case of the Executive voting - if a member of the executive has a conflict, they must take themselves out of the vote.  The remaining members of the executive will vote. 
7.  We will not interview anyone who has applied in a capacity that is not the head coach but selection committee and executive will work with the head coach to ensure that they select bench staffs that meets the team's needs.   Anyone with an interest should apply. We appreciate everyone's interest and will work to ensure that there is a place for every volunteer within the system.
8.  In cases where there are teams and no applicants for head coach, the coaching director and members of the executive, will begin a recruiting process to find a coach. We encourage current coaches to recruit parents to apply for positions.  
Recruiting

Recruiting will begin after the deadline for applications has passed.  Recruiting may include former coaches, interested parents, current adult players and/or anyone else who may be interested in the experience.  In the case where we would like to form a team but cannot find a suitable coach, that team will need to fold.  Those decisions will be made by the executive prior to mid-May to allow players to seek an alternative team.

Try Out and Coach selection Timing.
The MRA goal is for all coaches to be publicly named at the AGM on Friday, April 24th at 7pm at Iceland Arena. However, if this is not possible then the following will serve as coach appointment timing based on tryouts: 
AA teams (U14, U16, U19)

· Tryouts to be held the third and fourth week of April
· Coach selection by mid-April

A teams (U14, U16, U19)

· Tryouts in early May
· Coach selection by the end of April

Regional teams and U12PP (U10, U12, U14, U16, U19)

· Sort outs will occur in June and September
· Coach selections by the end of May

18+ (Open) – A and B

· Tryouts will begin in August and be completed in September

· Coach selections by the end of June
This timing is important so that AA tryouts are completed by the beginning of May when the AAA tryouts will be held.  We didn't want to have a conflict.  
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
