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FAIR PLAY CODE FOR ALL MRA PLAYERS: 
1. Play to win but accept defeat with dignity: Play to win, until the final whistle. But remember nobody wins all the time. You win some; you lose some. Learn to win and lose graciously. 

2. Play Fair -- Winning is pointless if it has been achieved unfairly or dishonestly.  Remember: It is a game. 

3. Observe the Laws of the Game:  All games need rules to guide them.  Learn them; it will help you understand the game better.  It is equally important to understand the spirit of the rules. They are designed to make the game fun to play and fun to watch. 

4. Respect all players, coaches, officials (on and off ice) and spectators: Fair play means respect. 

i. Without opponents, there can be no game 

ii. Form a team in which all members are equal. 

iii. Officials are there to maintain discipline and fair play. Always accept their decisions without arguing, and help them to enable all participants to have a more enjoyable game. 

iv. Spectators give the game atmosphere. They want to see the game played fairly, but they must also behave with respect. 

5. Honour those who defend Ringette’s good reputation:  Sometimes somebody does something exceptional that deserves our special recognition and they should be honoured and their fine example publicized. 

6. Promote the interest of Ringette:  Encourage other people to watch and play fairly. Be an ambassador for the game. 

7. Reject bullying, corruption, drugs, alcohol, racism, violence and other dangers to our sport:

i. Watch out for attempts to tempt you into cheating or using drugs.  Drugs have no place in ringette, in any other sport, or in society as a whole.  Say no to drugs. 

ii. Help to kick racism and bigotry out of ringette.  Treat all players and everyone else equally, regardless of their religion, race, gender, or national origin. 

iii. Show that ringette does not condone violence or bullying in any format. 

8. Help others to resist corrupting pressures: You may hear that team-mates or other people you know are being tempted to cheat in some way or otherwise engage in behavior deemed unacceptable.  They need your help.  Support them in making the right choices. 

9. Denounce those who attempt to discredit our sport: Stand up to anybody who is encouraging others to cheat or engage in other unacceptable behavior.  It is better to expose them and have them removed before they can do any damage.
10. I will remember that I am representing the Mississauga Ringette Association and our sponsors.  Off-ice behaviour is equally as important as on-ice conduct.
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
