Aurora Minor Soccer League (AMSL)
Tournament Rules (Updated)
1. Player Eligibility
1.1 Only registered and fully paid AMSL players are eligible to participate in AMSL tournaments.
1.2 Teams from other leagues may participate with prior approval from the AMSL Board.
1.3 Players may only compete for the team to which they are officially rostered. No guest players are     permitted unless explicitly approved by the AMSL Board in advance.

2. Equipment and Uniforms
2.1 All players must wear their official team uniform, including:
· Matching jersey with assigned number
· Shin guards (mandatory)
· Appropriate soccer footwear
2.2 Players without proper equipment and/or jewelry (earrings, necklaces, etc.) will not be permitted to play.

3. Rules of Play
3.1 All matches will follow the current FIFA Laws of the Game, as adopted by AMSL for league play, unless otherwise noted below.

4. Match Format
4.1 Games will consist of:
· Two (2) halves of 20 minutes each
· Five (5) minute halftime
· Five (5) minute warm-up (if schedule permits)

4.2 A team will be declared to have defaulted if:
· It is more than five (5) minutes late for kickoff, or
· It does not have the minimum number of players required to start the match
4.3 In the event of a default, the opposing team will be awarded a 1–0 win.

5. Round Robin Scoring
5.1 Standings in round robin play will be determined as follows:
· Win = 3 points
· Draw = 1 point
· Loss = 0 points

6. Tie-Breaking Procedures (Round Robin)
If two teams are tied on points at the end of round robin play, ranking will be determined in the following order:
1. Most goals scored (goals against opponent) if teams are still tied then.
2. Allowed goal, if teams are still tied at this point, then
3. Tie-breaker mini-game will be played

7. Playoff Matches
7.1 Playoff matches (including gold, silver, and bronze medal games) must produce a winner.
7.2 If a playoff match is tied at the end of regulation time:
· First a sudden death half of 15 min will be played, If the score remains tied. Then the referee will proceed directly to a penalty shootout
7.3 Penalty Shootout Format:
· Each team selects three (3) shooters
· The goalkeeper may be included as one of the shooters
· If still tied after three rounds, the shootout will continue in sudden death
· Sudden death continues until one team has scored more goals after an equal number of attempts

8. Tournament Authority
8.1 The AMSL Board and referees have final authority on:
· Match decisions
· Scheduling adjustments
· Interpretation of rules
8.2 The AMSL Board reserves the right to modify rules as necessary for tournament operation, fairness, and player safety.

9. Sportsmanship
9.1 All players, coaches, and spectators are expected to demonstrate good sportsmanship.

9.2 Any misconduct may result in disciplinary action, including removal from the tournament.
