Player Development and Expectatation:  To develop individual player skills and team play structure in an effort to better prepare players for future years of hockey.  Create an enjoyable learning atmosphere and a strong work ethic.
Player Commitment:  Show respect and consideration for other players, coaches, officials and parents.  Be prepared to work hard and listen at all times.  Ask questions when you do not understand.  Treat others the way you would like to be treated.
Player School Expectation:  Players are expected to attend all practices and games and keep up with school work.  If players are having issues please speak to the Coach.  
Disciplinary Actions:  Coaches will discipline as see fit.  Things such as bad behaviour, bullying, horsing around at practices, etc.  Discipline will likely consist of reduced ice time should the behaviour not be corrected in a timely manner.  Not giving full effort at practices or games will also hinder ice time as well.
Parent Commitment:  Show commitement to your child and to the program by becoming involved.  Encourage your child through positive reinforcement.  Ensure your child is ready for practice and games.  If you are going to be late or absent, please inform the Coach or manager at ALL times.  
Parent-Coach Relationship:  Coaches are open to discussions about the achievements and progress for the players.  If you would like to discuss your child`s progress we are certainly here for you. Player reviews will be done throughout the season. 
	Our views on coaching will differ from parent to parent.  If there is an issue with a method of coaching, game strategy or player treatment, please channel this through the manager or parent rep.  The COACH, through the MANAGER or PARENT REP, will address all issues regarding the players.  Please do not confront any coaching staff in front of the players. 
If the coaches have a concern with players attitude or actions, they will first discuss with the player.  If it warrants a discussion with a parent, the coaches will set up a meeting.
Player-Coach Relationship: Coaches job is to teach character, values and sportsmanship to all players. They will teach and demonstrate respect for players, opposing players, other coaches and officials. Coaches will not intimidate, ridicule, verbally abuse or physically abuse any players and players are expected to treat the coaches the same. Players must be respectful or the coach’s decisions and policies as well as other rules of the team. 
Player-Player (Teammates) Relationship: Team effort is more important than individual stardom. The team is more successful when everyone works to achieve a common success. Destructive or delinquent behaviour during or after a game or practice will not be tolerated. Players are expected to treat each other with respect and kindness.  Harassment, finger pointing and blaming of each other will NOT be tolerated.  Treat your fellow players like you expect to be treated and hold yourself accountable. 
General Conduct: All players, coaches, managers, parents and spectators are expected to maintain positive attitudes to make hockey enjoyable for everyone. Poor behaviour including undue pressure, abuse, taunting, poor sportsmanship, foul language, harassment, bullying, and victimisation can ruin the team experience and will not be tolerated.

Ice Time:   Some players will definitely get more ice than others.  Game situations generally determine this and as coaches, we will make those decisions in the games.  Please be mindful of this when expressing concerns. Practices that are regularly not attended will also affect game playing time.
24 Hour Gripe Rule:  Should anyone have a major disagreement regarding a coach or other team official, we would ask that you please refrain from voicing your concerns for a full 24 hours period.  This gives all concerned a chance to cool down and we will be much more receptive to your concerns or comments if brought forward in a reasonable and controlled manner.
Cell Phones: There are NO cell phones allowed in dressing rooms, during practices or games – at any time. If they are not left with parents, coaches will collect in the dressing room for the duration of the game/practice/  
Arrivals and dressing room etiquette:  Players arrive to all games minimum 1 hour before puck drop and minimum 30 minutes prior to practice.  There will be NO parents allowed in change rooms at any time, as the players are now at the age of showering and need their privacy.  This will also give the players time to bond as a team. 
ZERO Tolerance:  of abuse directed at referees, coaches, players, opponents or parents.  
Travel:  We will typically have a meeting spot or give information before travelling to out of town games and tournaments. 
Team Apparel:  If anyone would like Barons clothing, it can be ordered.  Or if anyone has sponsorship and would like to sponsor clothing that can be discussed. 
Team Dress: Players dress up for games and have warmup gear/running shoes for game day warmups. 
Team Communication: Please keep up to date on the BMHA website, Ramp App and WhatsApp.
Practices and Games:  All games and practices are posted on RAMP.  We will typically have one practice in town and one practice out of town. Please mark your child’s availability for all games and practices so that we have a count and know who will be attending.
