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Free Play 
Registration numbers have been historically low for the program due to COVID. Many schools              
have been unwilling to support and promote like they have in the past and parents have been                 
hesitant or against their kids participating. Due to this we have begun offering online sports               
programs for all of the youth unable to come in person, which is new in the 2020/2021 season.                  
Regardless, Free Play has still managed to get roughly 8 cohorts up and running as of                
November 26th. Currently Free Play is still running in-person sessions, as we received an              
exemption from AHS this past weekend. All programming has been heavily modified, but we              
have still been able to provide a safe space for the youth of our community. Due to the low                   
registration numbers a lot of extra time and energy has gone into developing the Junior Coach                
and Referee program which is one of the biggest benefits of the partnership. Lots of flag                
coaches and referees in the making! 
 
 
Flag Football 
We are looking to restructure our flag programming to provide more opportunities for the sport               
to grow. We are looking to have both a recreational and competitive stream in 2021, in order to                  
create more chances for our youth to play. CDMFA flag teams will be eligible to enter in the                  
competitive stream. This will allow for more gameplay and growth of the game as a whole.  
 
We will be making a big Flag Football (GEFFA) announcement in the New Year. 
 
 
Girls Tackle 
CDMFA considered introducing centralized registration for the 2021 girls season in order to help              
streamline recruitment, opportunities, communication and overall experience. There was buy in           
and interest from a majority of the clubs, however we were unable to come to a decision as a                   
whole. That being said we have decided to not move forward with it this season and will revisit                  
the opportunity in the 2021 season as we believe there would be significant benefits to               
operating this way for the girls tackle division. 
 
We were aiming to have registration open December 1st for all clubs, however some last minute                
changes on RAMP are needed before we can open registration. This is expected to take a                
couple weeks. I will be working with clubs to find ways to begin “registration” and recruitment for                 
the time being. I have also posted a recruitment form directly on the CDMFA website. This will                 
be promoted on social media to drive recruitment and promotion. Once registration opens, or              
more information on the season is available we will have a streamlined way to get it out to all                   
that have shown interest. Clubs will also be free to do this on their own, but the CDMFA wants                   
to provide as much assistance as possible, especially to the new teams.
