All teams can only use a guest player if they are missing a player from their roster. The missing player must be crossed off the game sheet. They
are not eligible to participate in that game once they are crossed off. For example, if a player is crossed off and a guest player is added to the
game sheet and participates, and the player who was crossed off shows up to the game late, the player who was crossed off in order to add the
guest player is not eligible to participate. The highest and lowest divisions in each league can guest play in their own division but must follow
the above rules. A player who is guest playing MUST present a valid player card to the official prior to the start of the game so that the referee
can scratch a box off the back of their card. Guest players will continue to be tracked in the FC Regina Office so please ensure you are aware of
how many times you have guest played. If there are any questions regarding this rule be sure to contact adult@fcregina.com for clarification to
avoid using an ineligible player. FOR THIS SEASON due to the number of teams registered in each division we have made amendments to the
player eligibility to allow W2 to guest play down to Coed 6. We will allow cross play in the top and bottom divisions of each league. There will
not be cross play permitted Coed 3/4. There are only 5 teams in this division and all of very similar calibre it isn't as much two divisions
combined as it is named 3/4 for the sake of balance. Goal keepers (players who only play Goalie) are now permitted to guest play across in
their own division. This is very specific for players who only play goalie and when guest playing across can only guest play as goalie. We are
going to try this for the outdoor season grow the pool of eligible and available guest keepers.
