IMPORTANT NOTE:

Teams will be formed based on number of certified coaches registered. If you register late there is no guarantee that there will be a place for your child on a
team. Last day to register is April 2", 2024, or until the program is full. Starting April 34, 2024, or when the program is full individuals will be put on a
waitlist. There will be a $50.00 late registration fee for those registering after April 2", 2024.

Please make every effort to ensure you register your child on time.

Early Bird Draw will take place on March 9th, 2024. Must be registered by the end of day March 8t", 2024. To be eligible for the Early Bird Draw,
payments must be made in full or if doing automatic instaliments 1st payment must be made.

Informal league play introduces age-appropriate competition in an
atmosphere focussed on player development, not match results. U5 teams will hold weekly practices, 35 minutes in duration and consisting of general
movement, soccer skills and small-sided games. The philosophy of the U5 program is to support unrestricted play within reasonably modified and applied
laws of the game. There are no referees and no official scores, or standings are recorded.

U7 Fundamentals Program Format:

U7 Program will run Tuesdays and Thursday evenings. The U7 program is a developmental soccer program designed to introduce basic soccer skills and
techniques using dynamic activities and fun games that teach the basics of dribbling, passing, shooting and basic goalkeeping. Informal league play
introduces age-appropriate competition in an atmosphere focussed on player development, not match results. U7 teams will hold weekly practices, 45
minutes in duration consisting of general movement, soccer skills and small-sided games. U7 game days will consist of a scheduled match against another
FCR U7 team. The philosophy of the U7 program is to support unrestricted play within reasonably modified and applied laws of the game. There are no
referees and no official scores, or standings are recorded.

e Team Format - 4 players per side, including a goalkeeper

e Field Size — Approximately Vs pitch (50 yds x 30 yds)

¢ Goal Size - 6’ Popup Nets

e Game Duration - Games consist of two 15-minute halves, with a 3-5-minute half-time intermission.

Training Kits:

If you are a New Player to FC Regina, you will need to purchase the training kit. Active Start Training Kit consists of 1 T-shirt, 1 pair of shorts, and 1 pair of
socks.

(uniforms@fcregina.com). White Training shirt $17.00, Navy Training shirt (U7s only) $17.00, Black Training shorts $19.00, Training socks $12.00/pair may
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be white or black depending on size ordered. Proper athletic footwear and shin guards are mandatory equipment and are the players/parents’ responsibility
to purchase. Cleats are recommended, but not required. All participants should bring their own water bottle with their name clearly marked on the bottle.
