The Celtics were supposed to be in a bit of a rebuilding year but the young players have exceeded expectations and delivered another Peace Bowl title to their trophy room.  As for the Crusaders, they are famous for lying in the weeds playing a tough schedule in Metro Edmonton Division I against nothing but Tier I teams then springing into Provincials.  Last year was no exception as they took the eventual Provincial Champion Lloydminster Barons to the limit in the North Semi with only a last second FG that hit the post leaving them with an 18-17 loss.  Of their four losses, three of them have come at the hands of Salisbury and Harry Ainlay. Two historically great programs collide in Grande Prairie this Saturday.
