Financial report – Trevor 
Statement of Financial Position (Balance Sheet)

· Cash has been split into three categories

· Cash (unrestricted operating funds) at the end of July $508,735

· Gaming account at the end of September $115,044. This is where the gaming grant is deposited. We are restricted on what can be expensed from this account so we pay for part of our yearly ice rental costs from this account.

· Scholarship/bursary funds at the end of September $37,144. These are internally restricted funds to be used for scholarships and bursaries. There is an offsetting liability that matches this balance.

Detailed Statement of Operations (Income Statement)

· Total revenue is at $537,757. Rep fees to come in (October) which will be approximately $30,000.

· Total expenses are at $61,766. The larger expenses expected for the remainder of the year are:

· Ice rental costs. We received a credit from Westhills for the tournament ice that we returned in March 2021.

· Referee costs. As long as game play continues, we will have expected referee costs.

· Membership dues. We received a credit from BC Hockey for part of our 2020/21 membership dues. The credit was applied to the 2021/22 season.

· Our excess from operations (net income) at the end of July was $475,991.
· Paid staff = contractors

· Coach mentor has been allocated for the year

· Scholarship – can you have previously played and then apply? Need to be with JDF for a minimum of 5 years
