To help keep things running smoothly, teams are responsible for minor official duties during all round robin games:
• Home Team Responsibilities: Time Clock, RAMP Game Sheet entry, Penalty Box
• Away Team Responsibilities: Shot Clock, Penalty Box

Please ensure your volunteers are ready before each game — it keeps everything moving on time.

RAMP Game Sheet App
All game sheets will be completed through the RAMP Gamesheet App.

Teams can access the game code:

• In each Minor Official box
• Sent out to teams in advance of the tournament

Game Logistics – Quick Guide

Game Length
• Active Start: Jamboree format
• U10S1: Half ice: 2 × 20 min run time
• U10S2: Full ice: 2 × 15 min stop time
• U10S3–U14 : 2 × 18 min stop time
• U16–U19: 4 × 10 min stop time
• Open Division: 2 × 20 min stop time

Warm-Up & Breaks
• 3-minute warm-up before each game
• U10–U14: 2-minute half-time break
• U16–U19: 1-minute break between quarters

Scoring & Timing Protocols
• Maximum 7-goal differential recorded for standings
• Teams must be ready 10 minutes before game time
• If less than 5 minutes remain in the ice slot and more than 2 minutes on the clock → clock will be set to 2 minutes

Referee Decisions
• All referee decisions are final
