The purpose of this document is to outline a minimum standard with a safety specific focus during the time of Pandemic for Covid- 19.
This content may be added into an existing safety plan or as an addendum.
This document does not replace any Government and/or Health Authority legislation, guidelines or recommendations. This is a tool to work with all legislation, guidelines and recommendations.
[bookmark: Health_and_Hygiene][bookmark: _Toc69149420]Health and Hygiene
· [bookmark: _GoBack]All attendees (Players, Coaches & volunteers) must review the COVID-19 ALBERTA HEALTH DAILY CHECKLIST. This is a verbal verification; we will not collect paper copies. 
· Anyone displaying ANY illness symptoms WILL NOT be permitted to participate.
· Face masks usage as per current AHS guidelines/ legislation and orders.
· Health Canada Face Mask Recommendations are found here: Health Canada Non-Medical Masks
· Social distancing is as per current AHS guidelines/ legislation and orders.
· Sanitization to be completed using products approved by Health Canada. This information is available here: Health Canada Sanitizing & Cleaning Information
· Each person must have their own labelled water bottle. No sharing of water bottles.
· No sharing of food of any kind.
· No spitting; No chewing gum; No sunflower seeds.
· No sharing of personal equipment is permitted & all equipment must be labelled.
· Hand Sanitizer, Cleaning & Sanitizing products, will be provided by the local association (or club or team) at every scheduled event.
· Ride Sharing to be discouraged whenever possible.
· All participants to disinfect their equipment after each event.
· All uniforms or clothing to be washed after each event.
· All participants to shower at first opportunity after each event.
[bookmark: _Toc69149421]General Recommendations
· Attendance must be taken at every event for all people in attendance for expediting contact tracing if required.
· Concessions to be open or provided only through approval of the respective heath department and considering both traditional and updated regulations related to COVID 19
· Protocols to disinfect, after every use, team and personal gear (catchers and umpires) need to be in place.
· All discussion or coaching through any means to include reminders to players regarding social distancing, no spitting, no face touching, no contact between the athletes.
[bookmark: Administration_Recommendations_and_Respo][bookmark: _Toc69149422]Administration Recommendations and Responsibilities
· Every league must have a safety officer/ coordinator (or committee) on their board (as per Little League International Policy).
· Every club or local association to implement Health and Safety roles within both the league as well as with EACH team.
· A waiver may be used to ensure all participants and families understand protocols for Pandemic.



[bookmark: _Toc69149423]Guideline-Positive COVID-19 participant/ volunteer- 
Steps for the Safety Coordinator/ Team
This guideline is a tool to assist you in the process of action when you are notified someone participating in your activity (Camp, training, game, team etc) notifies you they are COVID-19 positive.
Review your Health Authority Guidelines- this is an additional tool
[bookmark: _Toc69149424]Guideline
· Gather all sign-in & notification details sheet for the most recent dates of interaction the individual had with the group.
· Write a timeline for when that individual arrived and left. 
· The safety team creating this timeline are the only persons who should be aware of the individual(s) who tested positive for COVID-19 identity(s). All members of the safety team should be reminded that confidentiality must be maintained.
· The goal of this is to ensure all possible interactions and movement of the person is captured.
· This is essential in ensuring that you have all potential contacts identified
· Collate the list of all potential contacts and notify them that they were identified as having a potential contact of a person who tested positive for COVID-19
· The identity of the person who tested positive for COVID-19 should NOT be disclosed to anyone outside the safety team involved with the timeline.
· Assign a list of contacts for each team member to notify.
· Suggest that a record of how and when this information is communicated to each individual is strongly advised.
