8. Old Business


a)	New soccer nets and new balls – MAP Grant – Shaun Soccer Locker – Discussed custom ordered nets to fit our goals we currently have at KP field, they are quite expensive. Discussed buying new goals, the goals at KP are getting pretty old. Amanda will email the city to ask who owns the goals.
We have nets that do fit, we will have to bunch them up to fit properly. 
Balls were stolen at KP and locks were broken again. Dana will stop by Soccer Locker to see if Shaun has any balls in stock, if not she will order some and ask Shaun about the cost of nets. KP Park goals are 7 x 21 x 3. 
Sand bags, Amanda will buy some sand. Canadian tire Order some indoor balls.
b) 	GIC – Term 1 – 3 year -  Motioned by Dana and seconded by Amanda
c)	Storage Unit – Sharing half the storage unit with the dance festival, to store stuff. Nets, soccer balls, cones. Dana has at least 3 rubbermaids in her garage, Amanda has a Rubbermaid in her garage. $470.00 a year. 6 votes for yes for sharing the storage unit. It will be a combination lock. Dana will lock into seeing when the contract with start. It would be a 1 year contact.
d)	Men’s League – only 28 registered, we are going to stay open to the idea. 3 teams of 8 vs 8 a side. Amanda will email players and let them know that we are going to try this again in the indoor season
e)	Tournament Dates in March 8-10, 2024 - Email the city to see if we got those times for indoor 2023/24 season. Sent to City a few months ago and haven’t heard back.


9. New Business:

a) Walking Soccer – We are looking at getting Walking Soccer up and running for the 2025 indoor soccer season. We will need the support from Sask Soccer and the City of Lloydminster for funding, grants, contacts. We will reach out to other use groups in Lloyd that would be interested in this program. Special Olympics, Bea Fisher Center. Dana has contacts at the Special Olympics. Tanya has contacts at the City of Lloydminster and the Bea Fisher Center. 
Amanda will email the city (Cindy Rechimowich) to see what we need to get in place and how they are able to support us with this program, ie discounts.  For funding, we can look at Canada Soccer, SSA, MAP Grant, City of Lloydminster.
Tanya and Dana are going to spearhead Walking Soccer with complete support of the LDSA Board. 
Sask soccer charges $5 for insurance for Walking Soccer. Equipment needed; pop up nets.

b) Men’s League – 1 team interested for outdoor. We will see what the interest looks like in the indoor season.
c) Referee Program – We will discuss the number and commit of our referees for the upcoming season too see how many teams/ new teams and leagues we are able to accommodate. We don’t want to stretch our referees too thin and we want to support them.
d) Performance Bonds – Forfeits – We need to implement a new rule regarding Performance Bonds in order to deter forfeits within the league. The outdoor season is only a few weeks in and we have already had 3 forfeits. IE $50 for the first game, $100 for the second forfeit and $200 for the third forfeit, We need to keep track of yellow cards, a few player have already been accumulated yellow cards this outdoor season and 3 yellow cards is a one game suspension.
e) Goals – The quote from Soccer Locker was a little high. Amanda is going to get another quote from another company in AB so we don’t have to pay PST.
f) Storage Unit – The storage unit has a code for the gate and the lock is a combination. So we can have access if Dana is away
g) Zoom Meeting – We are going to cancel our Zoom Subscription, the cost is $210 a year. We have been meeting in person for the last year. If a board member can’t make the meeting in person, we are able to Facetime them into the meeting.
