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DISCIPLINE COMMITTEE POLICY
Article 14.0  Discipline

14.01 Any registered player or team official dismissed by a registered referee, in conjunction with the staging of any M.M.S.L. competition, shall serve an automatic one game suspension in the next League game.

14.02 Team Representatives of each Member team shall be responsible for ensuring that a dismissed registered player or team official serves an automatic one game suspension in the next League game.

14.03 Processing of a case file for a dismissed registered player or team official shall commence after the M.M.S.L. receives the registered referee’s Dismissal and Special Incident Report and all other relevant documents.

14.04 A hearing will not be conducted by the M.M.S.L. for a dismissed registered player or team official unless a Team Representative of a Member team, on behalf of a dismissed registered player or team official, formally requests the League to convene a hearing; all in accordance with prescribed policies and procedures.

14.05 A formal request for a hearing must be submitted, in writing, to the attention of the Chair of the Discipline Committee before 11:00 p.m. on the day after the particular day of the dismissal incident; regardless of which day of the week.

14.06 If the case file for a dismissed registered player or team official involves no formal request for a hearing, the Chair of the Discipline Committee shall render a decision within 7 calendar days of receiving the registered referee’s Dismissal and Special Incident Report and all other relevant documents; all in accordance with prescribed policies and procedures.

14.07 The Discipline Committee shall consist of a Chair, who shall be an elected officer of the Board of Directors, and two other members.  The Chair and the other two members of the Committee shall be appointed by the Board of Directors.

14.08 The Chair and the other two members of the Discipline Committee shall have the authority to vote on any matter during meetings and hearings convened by the subject Committee.

14.09 The Chair of the Discipline Committee and the Discipline Committee shall render decisions in accordance with the Disciplinary Mandatory Minimums rules of the Manitoba Soccer Association, the M.M.S.L. Code of Conduct and prescribed policies and procedures of the League
14.010 Notwithstanding Article 14.04, the Chair of the Discipline Committee shall have the authority to convene a hearing for any dismissed registered player or team official.

14.011 A dismissed registered player or team official and Team Representatives of a Member team shall receive at least 5 calendar days notice of a Discipline Committee hearing.
14.012 Formal notification of a Discipline Committee hearing shall be forwarded to Team Representatives of a Member team and the subject Team Representatives shall be responsible for notifying a dismissed registered player or team official of the date, time and location of a Discipline Committee hearing.

14.013 If a Discipline Committee hearing is convened for a dismissed registered player or team official; the subject individual must attend the scheduled hearing and must be accompanied by one Team Representative from his or her Member team.
14.014 The Discipline Committee shall conduct hearings in accordance with prescribed policies and procedures.

14.015 If the case file for a dismissed registered player or team official involves a formal request for a hearing, the Discipline Committee shall render a decision within 5 calendar days of the date of the hearing; all in accordance with prescribed policies and procedures.
14.016 In the event of a dismissed registered player or team official not attending a scheduled hearing of the Discipline Committee; the subject individual shall receive notification from the Chair of the Discipline Committee that he or she is suspended from all soccer activities under the jurisdiction of the Canadian Soccer Association, the Manitoba Soccer Association and the M.M.S.L.  The subject individual shall remain suspended until such time as the Discipline Committee renders a decision.

14.017 In the event of a dismissed registered player or team official not attending a scheduled hearing, a Team Representative of a Member team shall be responsible for contacting the League to arrange for re-scheduling of a subsequent hearing of the Discipline Committee; all in accordance with prescribed policies and procedures.
14.018 In the event of the Chair of the Discipline Committee or the Discipline Committee not rendering a decision for a dismissed registered player or team official and the subject individual has served his or her automatic one game suspension; the Chair of the Discipline Committee may issue a Permission To Play Permit to the subject individual for a designated M.M.S.L. game.

14.019 Any registered youth player dismissed by a registered referee, in conjunction with the staging of any M.M.S.L. competition, shall have his or her Dismissal and Special Incident Report dealt with by the Discipline Committee of his or her League.
14.020 A registered youth player shall not be permitted to play in any M.M.S.L. game or competition while under suspension from his or her League, the Manitoba Soccer Association or the Canadian Soccer Association.
14.021 For a dual registered player or team official on a team in the Co-Ed Division and a second team in a higher Division, who is dismissed from a game in either Division; the subject individual shall serve his or her entire suspension in the Division that he or she received a dismissal; as decided by either the Chair of the Discipline Committee or the Discipline Committee.  While serving any suspension from games in either the Co-Ed Division or a higher Division, a dual registered player or team official shall be eligible to participate in games involving his or her other team with approved Permission To Play Permits for each designated game; as issued by the Chair of the Discipline Committee.
