2. Adopt Agenda: Chris Mannle
3. Secretary Report: Cherish Easton: none
4. Development Report: Jesse McMullen: 
Jesse discussed the Goalie Clinics and said he has had positive feedback about this new instructor and kids have shown up to learn. Jesse also discussed Bud Holloway training and said he had talked to Coaches about follow ups from him at practices. Overall the program is a positive and people enjoy it but Jesse would like to see Bud come out to follow up with Coaches to help them, especially new/young coaches to have some instruction on running a great practice. Bud has been busy but he and Jesse are discussing some options around this. Bud is paid per session/hour so we will not be charged if he is unable to follow up with Coaches this season. Jesse also discussed having Jeff Cole complete the checking clinic. There are 2 sessions each season. One for U15 first years and the second is for U15 first years and U13 second years moving up. The second session was cancelled and parents and coaches are hoping to see the second one done in the new year if possible. Jesse will follow up with Jeff and see what can be done.

7. New Business:
a. Banking
-Mark has suggested that we need to look into adding 2 signors to all banking that belongs to MMHA. With Randi being the only one on some of the accounts, it makes it quite difficult to access things he needs to access for accounting purposes and for Cherish/Shayna to access when they need to. Mark is also looking to new ways to do MMHA books as Randi would like to relieve herself of these duties immediately. Mark has started working with spreadsheets for now and will come up with something to roll into next season. Mark would also like to make some changes at scotiabank to make referee payments and other things more streamlined as he will be taking that job over from Randi as well. Cherish made a motion to add Mark O’Rourke and Shayna Kryger as signors and controllers to all accounts that belong to or are a part of Moosomin Minor Hockey at all banks they belong to. (Conexus, Scotiabank, etc.) Mannle second. All in favor. Carried.
b. Peewee/Bantam Jerseys
-Shayna would like to make a motion to order a second set of jerseys. The blue ones that are currently used for Peewee are far too small and the bantam set is showing its age and also doesn’t have enough to suit two teams. The board discussed the possibility of a new supplier in order to speed up the process or maybe look at reversible jerseys to save on costs. The board members all agreed this is a need but we will look into what we need in the Spring/Summer and make a motion to order what is required then so we have plenty of time to ensure we have everything we need to start the new season on time.

d. Aps
-Lengthy discussion after complaints to Chris about AA players playing out of town being able to AP for local teams. Policy manual was a bit confusing with its wording but did state that rules surrounding this are based on League and Hockey Sask Policies. Hockey Sask does allow anyone who is registered IN Moosomin, lives in Moosomin or lives in any community that has players registered in Moosomin to be affiliated to a Moosomin team. After discussions it was put to a vote if MMHA would still allow this policy or if we should change to MMHA house players only. Vote was 7 in favor of keeping policy as is, in line with Hockey Sask and 2 against. Chris Mannle and Tim Skulmoski against. Motion carried to leave as is and fix wording on policy manual.
e. Female Fundraiser
- Mark has once again put together a fundraiser on a large scale to help support the female program. The female program has continued to grow but with no gate allowed and out of town games to utilize most communities involved it is difficult to cover all of their referee and ice expenses with registration alone. In order to cover costs and keep registration costs fair and in line with the male groups, Mark is running this fundraiser. Tickets to Jets/Oilers game prize and each team will sell tickets and mark will disperse funds to each team or MMHA to cover female expenses. Cherish made motion for Mark to continue with fundraiser. Shayna second. All in favor. Carried.
f. Goalie Equipment
- Dallyn Holmstrom approached the board about purchasing some new Goalie Equipment for the younger age groups as he felt that it was a little tired and could use some new stuff to support those new players trying it out. Board discussed and will approve the expense if it is needed but Tim and Andrew have gone through equipment and are certain there is more than enough. They will inventory and get back to the board before a decision is made. (Update: Tim looked and there is plenty of equipment in good shape for these players to use at this time.)
g. Refunds
- Brett Nazholz requested a refund for his daughter in U5 who wasn’t interested in playing. His request was within refund policy timeline and will be prorated per the policy. Cherish will email Randi to process the refund.
- Michelle Senicar requested a refund for her U5 son who was sick for awhile and didn’t wish to return to the ice. Their request was after November 15 which falls within zero refund in MMHA policies so no refund will be grated in this case.
