
 

Morinville Leisure Centre Team and Spectator Guidelines 

Landrex Arena 
 

We would like to welcome back all teams to the Morinville Leisure Centre.  We are excited to have you 

back and playing.  As a community we need to make sure everyone is safe so we can continue to 

participate in sport and recreation.  As we move forward we ask everyone to be respectful and follow 

the guidelines. 

Landrex Arena Teams:  
• The coach/designate must check in at Guest services to sign in their team and confirm health 

screening for the team is clear (Health screening is the responsibility of the coach/designate) 

• Players entering the building should check the Dressing Room Assignment Board to see what 
dressing room is allocated to their team.  They must go directly to their assigned dressing room. 

• Each team has 15 minutes prior to their booking time to get ready for their game/practice. 

• Inside the Dressing Rooms: 
✓ Coaches, players and authorized team personnel ONLY 
✓ Access to toilets and sinks are available  
✓ No showering 
✓ No food  

• No warm up area is available at this time 

• Each team has 15 minutes after their booking time to clear out of the dressing room and exit the 
building.   

• Proceed to the South East exit doors by following the one-way traffic markers and exit signs. 

• Teams will cross the Zamboni path when exiting the building. Please watch for the Zamboni 
crossing and wait if needed 

• No roller guards are permitted in the facility 
 

Arena Spectators: (Capacity = 99 combined seats/standing area) 
• Arrive no earlier than the scheduled sporting time 

• Check Health Screening Questionnaire when entering the building 

• Sanitize your hands 

• Proceed directly to the 2nd floor seating area by following the marked one-way traffic markers.  

• When seated, maintain a 2m distance from other spectators unless from the same household or 
cohort 

• Remain in your seat for the duration of the event 

• No cheering or yelling 

• Adhere to the posted capacity for the Landrex Arena of 99 people. 

• Once your team has finished their game/practice, wipe your seat clean with the provided wipes 

• Follow the one-way traffic markers and signage to the 2nd Floor Southeast  doors to exit the 
building. This is one way access, no re-entry. 

• If you are meeting a team participant, please wait for them outside the building. 



• If at anytime you are feeling unwell, or exhibiting any COVID-19 symptoms, please immediately

Field House  
 

Fieldhouse 
Fieldhouse Teams: 

• The coach/designate must check in at Guest services to sign in their team and confirm health 
screening for the team is clear (Health screening is the responsibility of the coach/designate) 

• Players entering the building should check the Dressing Room Assignment Board to see what 
dressing room is allocated to their team.  They must go directly to their assigned dressing room. 

• Each team has 15 minutes prior to their booking time to get ready for their game/practice. 

• Inside the Dressing Rooms: 
✓ Coaches, players and authorized team personnel ONLY 
✓ Access to toilets and sinks are available  
✓ No showering 
✓ No food  

• The only warm up area is on the teams booked court at their scheduled time. 

• Each team has 15 minutes after their booking time to clear out of the dressing room and exit the 
building.   

• Proceed to the South Field House door by following the one-way traffic markers, through the 
Pembina Atrium and exit through the main doors. 

 

Fieldhouse Spectators: (Capacity = 28 combined seats/standing area ) 

• Fieldhouse seating has shared access with fitness equipment users so please follow the 
directional arrows and maintain 2m distancing 

• Arrive no earlier than the scheduled sporting time 

• Check Health Screening Questionnaire when entering the building 

• Sanitize your hands 

• Proceed directly to the 2nd floor seating area by following the marked one-way traffic markers.  

• When seated, maintain a 2m distance from other spectators unless from the same household or 
cohort 

• Remain in your seat for the duration of the event 

• No cheering or yelling 

• Adhere to the posted capacity of seating for the Fieldhouse of 28 seats 

• Once your team has finished their game/practice, wipe your seat clean with the provided wipes 

• Follow the one-way traffic markers and signage to the 2nd Floor Southeast doors to exit the 
building. This is one way access, no re-entry. 

• If you are meeting a team participant, please wait for them outside the building.
