Who Are We?  

About Us 

Since 1948, we have successfully organized recreational softball for the children. We are the grassroots 

softball house league program supporting all softball/fastball, slo-pitch and umpire programs in the 

Durham Region. 

Our focus is to provide a wholesome softball environment for recreational softball for the players, 

coaches, parents, and league officials. Our objective is to introduce, establish, teach, and promote youth 

softball to the children in an environment that encourages self-confidence and self-worth.  

We provide softball for children ages 4 through 20. The season runs from May to August.  

Oshawa N.A.S.C. Softball is a non-profit, 100% volunteer organization. Since its inception, it has 

dedicated itself to delivering a quality softball program to the youth of Oshawa. 

Our league Divisions and Programs 

TEE-BALL 

Tee-ball includes learning the basic skills of softball with the desire to improve their skill level. The 

players will learn new skills by participating in the activities/drills at the practice portion and weekly 

games. The children hit off a “TEE”. The program is designed for 4 and 5-year-olds. It is focused on FUN, 

ACTION, and a positive atmosphere. The program consists of 10-12 games and the fun festival at the end 

of the year. 

LEARN TO PLAY 

The Learn to play program is designed for children 6 years of age. The program ensures children have fun 

while improving their fitness and developing their skills. It provides children the opportunity to practice 

the necessary skills to successfully take part in a higher level of the game. Children begin the season 

hitting off a “tee” and move toward the coach pitching to them. The program consists of 10-12 games 

and/or practices and the fun festival at the end of the season. 

MINOR MITE 

The Minor Mite program is designed for children 7 & 8 years of age. Among teammates of their own age 

and experience level, players begin building and refining fundamental softball skills while they begin to 

understand more about game strategy. The team will practice once a week and also have one game a 

week.  

MITE TO MIDGET 

Players in the Mite to Midget divisions will play 2 nights a week. There may also be one practice per 

week, depending on coach availability.  Coaches will help develop players in the skills of the game of 

softball, with a strong emphasis on sportsmanship. A positive learning experience must be obtained; win 

or lose; through competitive spirit of a team.

Over our 75 years history, we have had the opportunity to work with many great sponsorship 

partners throughout the community to bring many great seasons of softball to the young 

athletes in our community. 

Our goal is for Softball to remain accessible to everyone, we aim to maintain low registration 

costs as well as our family assistance programs to ensure anyone can join.
