2026 Oakbank Grassroots Soccer Program: U7 -U10

Teams are gender specific. All players wear shin guards and soccer cleats. Black shorts and socks are
required.

To complete a player registration in these age groups you need to register on-line with the Manitoba
Soccer Association and Oakbank Soccer Club. A fee is payable to each organization to complete the
registration.

Oakbank Soccer has reduced it’s fee to $70 for this first year because the Manitoba Soccer Association is
charging players $54 to register. This keeps the total payable closer to 2025 fees. By comparison this
same program is being charged $300 if you sign up at BoniVital Soccer, plus the MSA fee.

Grassroots Soccer is being presented as 3 blocks, Oakbank Soccer will be offering programs in Block 1
(May and June) and Block 3 (Indoor November to March) Block 2 is August and September.

U7/U8 - play on a small field, 5 vs 5 format
Season runs May and June, two games per week, each night will include skills training elements and a
game. All activities stay in Oakbank.

U9/U10 — play on a LTPD size field, 6 vs 6 format

Season runs May and June, two nights per week, all practice nights are in Oakbank.

Games for this first roll out season will be approximately every third night. To reduce parent travel and
time commitment we are partnering with Lorette Soccer and Hanover Soccer for game nights.

Team shirts will be loaned to players.

Indoor Soccer Program

Teams are gender specific. All players wear shin guards and soccer cleats. Black shorts and socks are
required. Footwear for games will be clean outdoor soccer cleats. For practices, non-marking indoor
shoes or runners suitable for a gym floor.

*Grassroots format for Indoor Soccer has not been set at this time (March 2026)

Teams play in the WYSA indoor league. All games are at facilities in Winnipeg. Season runs November to
March. Practices are one night per week at a local school gym. Girls usually play Saturday games, boys
usually play Sunday games. Practice nights are arranged on the availability of a school gym through a
community use permit from Sunrise SD.
