(d) For greater certainty, the Executive Committee may create new roles/positions for the referee committee and may also amend/remove roles/positions for said committee.

0. The Association shall transfer the operation of the ‘AA’ and ‘AAA’ programs to the OOAA for the U13-U18 divisions.
