OVDGHA Ice Allocator Report 2024-25 Season

Conditioning Ice ran in August for total of 10.5 hours

Tryouts were completed using Pembroke ice to form the U11B, U13B, U15BB, U18C and U18BB competitive teams

New this year - each rink required individual proof of insurance (some required us to use a specific portal to submit for approval) along with our seasonal contracts - all of this will need to be reviewed and completed annually

5 main arenas for ice PMC, Cobden, Renfrew, Beachburg Westmeath - Pembroke and SIlver Dart provided extra ice at the beginning of the season to help offset till the ice was in everywhere - all ice was available including Westmeath following Thanksgiving weekend

Our seasonal ice ended Mar 30 - this left time without predictable practices before provincials - For next season will ask areas to include the first week of April in our seasonal ice
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We had an abundance of ice this season - we gave back hours of ice weekly throughout the season and we transferred 12 hours of  ice to Titans (Renfrew, Westmeath, Beachburg and Silver Dart)




Ice allocated per Team
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Total hours of ice 620:30
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Each of the Thunder teams had at least 1 PMC game this season

U9 - Petawawa Civic center and Cobden 5pm start
U11B - Games -mostly Cobden and Practices mostly Beachburg and Westmeath
U13 house - Games and practices mostly in Beachburg
U13B - Games -mostly Cobden and Practices mostly Westmeath (1 practice in Barrys Bay at request of the team)
U15BB - Games -mostly Renfrew and Practices Renfrew and Pembroke
U18C - Games -mostly Cobden and Practices mostly Renfrew
U18BB - Games mostly Pembroke (1 game in Deep RIver) and Practices mostly in Pembroke and Renfrew
Spring Tryouts were held at Silver Dart for U13-U18 and U9-U11 had some development ice
U9 and U11 will have tryouts in September

Pembroke will not have any ice till Sept 5th next season

Working on securing ice for next season so far Renfrew, Silver Dart and Westmeath agree to provide the same ice as this past season.

Thunder day for 2025-26 season - Ice booked Dec 14th both pads all day at Silver Dart - also able to use the Canteen - Plan to book home games for every Thunder team that day with events like raffles, 50/50, chuck a puck etc

Thank you to all the team managers and coaches this season.
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
