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TOURNAMENT PROCEDURES AND GUIDELINES FOR TOURNAMENT COORDINATORS

PRMHA POLICY MANUAL

TOURNAMENT PROCEDURES

Home tournaments are to be coordinated by that level’s teams.  Teams shall elect a lead Tournament director, who shall be assisted by 2 designated tournament coordinators from each PRMHA team involved designated by each team’s manager. 

All PRMHA tournaments must have the approval of the PRMHA Executive. The Administrator prepares and posts on the website a list of tournament dates prior to each season.

Tournament director will have to email request to you need to email Trevor Massier at ba177massitg@yahoo.com with as much information as possible. Teams, Location, Dates, Time, and Contact Person etc. and arrange for the event to be “sanctioned”. PRMHA will be responsible for sanction fees. The host team(s) will be responsible for all other costs, including all ice costs, referee costs (please see attached schedule for estimated amounts), trophies, player packages, sponsor boards, posters, tournament rosters, schedules, prize table items, etc.  The host team should ensure that entry fees for out-of-town teams are sufficient to cover these expenses.  The Administrator will provide the Tournament Director/Treasurer with amounts owing for ice and referees.  
Tournament coordinators are responsible for ensuring that all games are accommodated within the allotted ice time given by PRMH Administrator and arena staff has a copy of the game and flood times. It is the responsibility for each team to provide time clock, scorekeepers, penalty box and security volunteers for each game. PRMHA referee coordinator requires adequate advance notice of referee requirements. 

Entry fees are to be based on the budget of the tournament. Entry fees are to be paid directly to the Peace River Minor Hockey Association to cover ice fees and referee costs.  It is the teams’ responsibility to ensure that entry fees collected will be sufficient to pay for these expenses.  Any surplus revenue over these expenses will be allocated to the host teams evenly after all costs are accounted for. 

Please provide the Administrator with entry fee and contact information/details so they can post it on PRMHA’s website.  

In town tournaments are the opportunity for PRMHA to play host to neighboring associations and ambassadors for our community.  It is expected that all coaches, players, team managers, and parents/guardians will display the highest standards of conduct throughout these events.
All parent/guardians are expected to volunteer their time at the home tournament.  The designated team tournament coordinators are expected to organize the event and be on site during its allotted times.  However, the actual job duties (scorekeeping, raffle table, 50/50, poster preparation, program information, preparation and insertion, player packages, etc) are expected to be done by parents/guardians/grandparents and friends.

Fund Raising

Teams hosting tournaments may approach the parent/relative group of the host teams to obtain trophy sponsorship, raffle table prizes, etc.  If necessary, fees can be collected from each player on the host team(s). 

Raffles

Teams may use raffle tables, program sales, and 50/50 draws as long as the proceeds are used to pay for approved items and follow eligibility and raffle guidelines and regulations as set by the Alberta Gaming and Liquor commission.  All teams who wish to sell raffles of any type during the tournament MUST apply to the Alberta Gaming and Liquor Commission, (AGLC) before preparing or participating in any draws. You must apply to the AGLC first to be eligible to hold a raffle.  The eligibility and license must be in your team’s name.  Please DO NOT put the eligibility and license under Peace River Minor Hockey, as teams must be responsible for financial reporting to the AGLC, not the PRMHA executive.  Under no circumstances is the Peace River Minor Hockey Association executive or Administrator responsible for obtaining licenses or financial reporting for each level’s tournaments. See Eligibility for Raffle License (Total Ticket Value $20 000 and Less only).pdf for more information on eligibility.

If the AGLC approves your eligibility application, you must get a separate license under the team’s name for each raffle that you have, all prize table raffles, 50/50, loonie stick, etc. You may get these licenses from your local Service Alberta Registry agent.  However, as they usually charge per license, it may be less expensive to set up an account online.  

IMPORTANT!!  Failure to meet these requirements may result in suspension or revocation of Peace River Minor Hockey’s future gaming event, (casinos or bingos), refusal of future gaming event License and/or denial of future access to gaming grants or funds for the entire Association.  The guidelines in this manual are to be used as general information only, and it is each tournament committee’s responsibility to obtain the most updated information and requirements from the Alberta Gaming and Liquor Commission directly.

DUTIES OF THE TOURNAMENT COORDINATOR

· Determine format for tournament i.e.:

· 6 teams or 8 teams depending on level of division, ice allotment, and how many host teams there are.  

· 3 run time periods is recommended up to Under 9 Level.  2 run time periods and 1 stop time period is usually recommended for Under 11 levels and above.

·  The 3rd period may be played straight time when 1 team is winning by 5 or more goals or if the game is running behind schedule if it is specified in the rules. 
· If run time all regular penalties are 3 minute penalties from the puck drop/whistle.  If stop time, penalties are 2 minutes.
· All games must start with a 4-minute warm up with a minimum 1-minute break between periods.

· Floods must be held at least every 2nd period for divisions Atom age and up.

· Contact the Administrator for available ice time during the weekend. If you need extra ice time, you may need to use Nampa ice, if the Administrator has any available. 

· Prepare invitation letter and registration form. (sample attached) Give to people assigned to invite teams in their division.  Allow yourself at least 3-4 weeks prior to tournament date for receipt of rosters, if you leave it too late you will run short of time to complete other tasks.

· Send out invite to surrounding member associations or directly to teams, if contact information is known, at least 2 months prior to tournament minimum. Most contact information can be obtained from the Team Manager or off association websites.

· Schedule meeting with team parents. At the initial meeting:

· Establish a Tournament Committee, and/or assign duties.  Get contact numbers from everyone.

· Suggested items to discuss and assign:

· Assign a tournament treasurer & discuss budget

Duties of the treasurer include collecting player fees, recording tournament expenses and income from fund raising, preparing and submitting any financial reporting to AGLC, submitting a financial statement to PRMHA one month after the tournament, distributing funds evenly to each team after AGLC final financial reporting is approved, pay concession tab for refs if any, pay newspaper thank you ad.

· Decide who will be inviting teams. That person will be the team contact and is responsible for getting rules and schedule to teams, as well as ensuring entry fees are submitted to PRMHA. Make sure Head Coach is in support of inviting those teams. 
· Decide if you will be having a prize table, 50/50 or loonie stick draws.  If having any raffle, teams must obtain the necessary eligibility approval and raffle licenses ahead of time.  This may take a few weeks, so do this well ahead of time, and before asking for prize donations.  (see fund raising section)

· Decide if you will be providing welcome baskets – suggest one basket per team with items such as granola bars, fruit, bottled water, items for coaches.

· Player giveaways/Lucky player/Heart & Hustle awards

 – suggested items: cd holders, touques, skate towels, water bottles, mini sticks, dog tags, hats, t-shirts, pizza coupons.   

· Trophies – get parents to find sponsors, if needed,  decide what type of trophies and for what places ie only 1st and 2nd, 1st – 4th, trophies or medals, etc. Order trophies at least 3 weeks prior to tournament to allow retailer time for engraving. (Order enough of each place to cover the largest team)

· Determine if there will be cash prizes and where those funds will come from.

· Raffle table – After obtaining necessary eligibility and raffle licenses, find donations (follow Alberta Gaming and Liquor commission guidelines.) It is easier if each parent collects a prize for the prize table and hands it in the week prior to the tournament.  

· Prepare raffle table items and baskets, 50/50 and loonie stick supplies.  Prepare tickets, signs and bags/buckets for tickets for each prize, prepare a poster advising date/time of draws and listing items with space to fill in winners to post after prizes are drawn. Make sure you have pens, markers, tape, scissors, cash box and float. Post the Gaming License at the arena during the tournament.

· Can suggest and decide if $20/player will be collected to cover initial tournament costs.  Set a date when this amount will be due.

· Assign someone to schedule work times for parents (sample template attached) Post schedule at raffle table for the weekend, provide one to the concession.

· Assign someone to create posters, standings poster, game sheet labels (make sure you make enough for 4 labels per team per game and 4 extra for every team for the finals)   

· Assign someone to contact the PRMHA Referee coordinator to get refs for the tournament. (refs must be coordinated as soon as game schedule is complete or at least 2 weeks prior to tournament). 

· Assign someone to create programs.  Try not to print them too early, as changes are often made the week of the tournament. (ensure program includes rules, rosters, game schedule and thank you to sponsors)  

· Decide if the referees working the tournament will be allowed a tab at the concession and discuss dollar or item limits.  (Drink, hot dog, snack, hamburger, etc.)  Contact the concession coordinator to set it up and arrange when payment will be made. 

· Decide how you will be thanking sponsors, if there are any, ie, thank you cards, newspaper ad, etc.  Keep a list of all donations and sponsors.

· Assign a Tournament Rules Committee to review and edit sample rules, and handle any disputes and decisions that may need to be made during the tournament. (see sample rules attached)
· Be sure there are score books for the tournament.

· Decide if there will be music and announcing at tournament.

· Pictures

· Once you have received payment confirmation of teams attending:

· Prepare game schedule. Things to take into account when preparing the game schedule:

· The length of each period (depending on whether or not it is stop time or run time)

· 15 minutes for each flood

· Warm up time

· Breaks between periods if flood not scheduled

· Injuries or fights

· Overtime/shoot out (if applicable)

· Shaking hands/awards ceremony/team pictures (if presenting items after each game or only after semi finals and finals)

· YOU MUST CANCEL ANY UNUSED TOURNAMENT ICE WITH THE OPERATIONS MANAGER 7 DAYS PRIOR TO DATE OF TOURNAMENT

· Once schedule is finalized:

· Send it to Minor Hockey Administrator for final approval.

· Give a copy to the arena staff so they can prepare.  Set up dressing rooms, and note any extra rooms that you have gotten permission to use.  (Nav’s.  See dressing room assignments page attached.)

· Once approved send to ref coordinator immediately (at least 2 weeks in advance), program creator, parent work scheduler, visiting teams, arena staff to assign dressing rooms.

· Prepare game sheets and standings poster.  (See sample attached.)

· Have a follow up meeting with Committee and ensure that all duties are complete and people are scheduled to set up raffle table and any other duties required.

· During the tournament 

· Before tournament starts, provide refs with copy of schedule including flood schedule and tournament rules.

· Post game schedule, volunteer schedule, rules and announcing instructions in score box and around arena.

· Ensure coaches have pucks for all games.

· Make sure game sheets get signed and to score keeper prior to each game.

· Make sure each team gets a copy of scoresheet after the games and post stats on standings poster as soon as possible.

· Make sure trophies are ready and at the time box prior to the finals and someone is available to hand them out after the final games.

· After the tournament:

· Thank sponsors, (cards, newspaper, etc.)

· Complete a final tournament report and financial statement and submit to the PRMHA office with a copy of your tournament program within thirty (30) days following the event.

RISK MANAGEMENT

INSURANCE
All players, coaches, assistant coaches and other on-ice personnel including managers and trainers must be registered and have HC Insurance coverage.  Insurance is provided to the PRMHA members upon application through the PRMHA to Hockey Canada.  

Players must never be left unsupervised while on the ice surface.  Players, coaches and officials may not enter the ice surface until ice cleaning equipment has left the ice surface and the access door is completely closed.  During practices and games, coaches will ensure that all doors to the ice surface are kept closed at all times to prevent injury to players.  Players may only enter onto the ice AFTER the referees have entered the ice and only if they give the okay.  Teams are not to be on the ice if the referees are not present.
INJURED PLAYERS 

This information is intended as general information only and should not form the basis of legal or medical advice or opinion of any kind.  Medical or legal advice should be obtained by consulting a professional.  In the event of serious injury, call 911 immediately.

It is an expectation of the PRMHA that coaches will exercise reasonable care over their players to prevent reasonably foreseeable risks. They are expected to take all necessary precautions in preventing injury and are entrusted that the best procedures will be followed should injury occur.  Coaches must ensure that players and parent/guardians have been informed that there are inherent risks of injury for players and there is a remote possibility of an accidental catastrophic injury for hockey participants.  In addition, coaches must ensure that players have been informed of the potential for serious injury that may result from a check from behind.  These types of checks must not form part of a team’s defensive strategy and coaches have a duty to eliminate this type of dangerous play from the game. 

If there is any question of a neck or back injury to any player, they are NOT to be moved.  Call 911 immediately.  Notify the rink attendant, parent/guardian of the player and the PRMHA Risk Manager as soon as possible.

Players must be made aware by their coach that if they are hurt and experiencing back or neck pain, or any buzzing or tingling in their neck, back, arms or legs, they MUST NOT move.  Players experiencing nausea, dizziness, headache, light headedness, blurred or double vision or other symptoms of possible concussion must inform their coach immediately.  They will be escorted from the ice immediately to receive medical attention. 

Players suffering an injury, which results in a stoppage of play, but is not deemed serious shall be removed from the ice when safe and shall not be allowed to return until they have sat out a minimum of one complete rotation of line changes. 

Players who have been knocked unconscious, or have blacked out, no matter the duration will not be allowed to continue to play in that game nor return to the ice without medical clearance from their doctor.

Players taken from the ice by ambulance shall not return to the ice without medical clearance from their doctor.

Players who suffer from non-hockey related illness or injuries or who have been injured in any manner whereby they could not play hockey, shall not return to playing without medical clearance from their doctor.

REPORTING INJURIES 

**Hockey Canada Injury Report forms must be completed by injured players parent/guardians and submitted to the PRMHA.  These can be obtained from the PRMHA office or the Hockey Canada website.

FACILITIES DAMAGE

Damages to facilities are to be reported to the rink attendant immediately.  Under no circumstances should attempts be made by team/tournament officials to repair damages themselves.  Damages resulting from the misconduct of a team/tournament member will be billed back to that team/tournament.  Players and/or teams will be suspended from play until the later of any imposed penalty or until such bills are paid.

Coaches, referees, team officials or other members must immediately report unsafe conditions which could pose a risk to any person whether members of the PRMHA or not, to arena attendants and the PRMHA Adminstrator. 


Tournament Dressing Room Assignments
Specific to scheduling room assignments for weekend tournaments:

· It is best to give the arena a list describing the number of teams attending, and whether any of the teams have female players that need to be accommodated in separate dressing rooms preferably 2 week in advance.  With this information the Arena attendant working on the weekend can easily decide the most appropriate dressing room assignments.  The room assignments will then be posted on the white board in the player’s entrance.  Please also give them any other information if you have obtained permission to use other rooms, such as the Navigators, dressing rooms.

· Tournament committee may contact other teams, such as the Navigators, who have their own dressing rooms, and request permission to use their dressing rooms for the tournament.  Please make these requests 2 weeks ahead of time. Often, if these teams aren’t using the rooms, they will allow the home teams to use their dressing rooms, as long as the rooms are kept clean.

Dressing Room Etiquette
· Players AND Coaches (or designated adult) are responsible for all behavior in the change rooms.  Players are to be supervised at all times.

· Hockey is to be played on the ice ONLY – not in the change rooms or hallways.

· Please respect the facility and refrain from smashing objects with your stick, damages will be billed accordingly.

· Smoking is NOT PERMITTED in the facility.

· Chewing tobacco is NOT PERMITTED in the facility.

· Alcohol is NOT PERMITTED in the facility unless a Special Occasion Permit is approved by Council.

· Please vacate the change room as soon as possible after your ice time.

· Ensure your change room’s security by keeping the doors locked at all times.  

· Remember to leave the key behind!  If the key is not in the change room, contact the Icemaker.

· Remember that this is a co-ed facility.  Please respect the rights of all users.  Keep the change room doors closed while you are getting changed, and stay out of all rooms that are not assigned to your team.

*** There is not always time permitted for the arena staff to get into each dressing room between uses, so please look after your fellow users by putting your garbage into the container provided prior to vacating the dressing room.

Rule of Thumb:  Leave the room AS CLEAN OR CLEANER than you found it.

· Please pick-up after yourselves.  All garbage is to be placed in the garbage cans.

Please help us keep all users on time:

The last player is to be getting off the ice as your time ends.

Your cooperation is appreciated.  Let’s all work together to provide a positive operating facility.

 SAMPLE TOURNAMENT RULES
PEACE RIVER (insert level) 2020
TOURNAMENT RULES

League Game will follow All Peace Rules                                                                                                                 

CAHA and Hockey Alberta rules apply to all games except as follows:

1) Game Regulation
A. Teams will be given a (3) minute warm up at the beginning of each game. 

B. Each round robin game will have 1 ½ hour ice time. All games will be straight time periods  of (20)minutes. Unless there is a 2 goal difference the game will have the last five minutes of the (3) period stop time.

C. Two (2) minute breaks between periods without floods.

D. There will be a flood every two (2) periods.

E. Playoff games will be two (2) straight time periods of twenty (20) minutes and one period of stop time.

F. There will be no time-outs allowed .

G. Any team unable to commence play after ten (10) minutes into a scheduled game will forfeit game, with the score being 4-0.

H. Mercy Rule, there shall be a goal differential of no greater than 5 shown on the score board. If the team behind scores to narrow the spread to 5 goals then the remaining time will revert to stop time. All goals shall be recorded on the game sheet and shall count towards a team’s total (for and against) should the need to break a tie in the standings occur. 

I. In all cases, the home team will wear white jerseys and the visitor will wear dark jerseys 

J. The tournament committee reserves the right to adjust the length of games to ensure that the 

    tournament is carried out on a schedule of one (1) hour and thirty (30) minutes per game 

K. The tournament committee will handle all disputes and decisions arrived at during the tournament. The tournament committee members (insert dispute committees names) can be reached at email insert here and cell number The decisions made will be final.

L. Each team to provide one person for security and one person for penalty box during their scheduled games. 

M. In all cases, the home team will wear white jerseys and the visitor will wear dark jerseys 

N. All games tied at the end of regulation play during the round robin will remain tied with each team getting one point. 

2) Penalties

A. All penalties assessed during run time shall be:



1.Minor penalty will be three (3) minutes unless stop time.



2.Major penalties will be 5 minutes.

B) Penalties assessed during run time will not commence until puck is dropped.

C) Penalties incurred in regulation time and not completely served in regulation time, shall carry over into overtime.
3.    Overtime

A) Will be sudden victory, first goal wins.

B) All play will be straight time. 

C.) Overtime will consist of a 5 minute straight time 3 on 3 sudden death period. If tied after overtime if a goal isn't scored, the game moves to a three –round shootout. Three players will shoot alternately. One player from each team will shoot alternately until  winner is decided. 

Players cannot shoot again until nine players from his team have shot.

D) . Penalties in Overtime:

1.If a minor penalty occurs in OT a 3:00 minute penalty will be assessed.                              



4. Discipline

A) If a team refuses to play a game or complete a game, the team involved shall not be

 allowed to play any further games in the tournament. All points earned through play with 

 the offending team will be withdrawn and the tournament schedule adjusted as necessary.
B) There is no fighting allowed. If a fighting penalty (6.7) is called the player will be expelled

from the rest of the tournament.

C) Decisions of the on-ice officials are final. Decisions made by the Tournament Director (s) will be final, and all decisions will be made in a timely manner.

D) Any player, coach, manager who receives a 9.6 (a) (b) or (c) penalty, will be expelled from the rest of tournament.

E) Managers and coaches will be deemed responsible for the behavior of their team's supporters. The Tournament Director or Designate has the authority to stop game if an unruly coach or spectator refuses to leave the building. The offender has 2 minutes to leave building or the offending team could forfeit the game.

5.ROUND ROBIN STANDINGS 

There will be two pools of four teams. Teams will play a three-game round robin, playing the other three teams in their pool. The top team in each pool will play in the Gold Medal Game. The second team in each pool will play in the Bronze Medal Game. The third and fourth teams in each pool will play a consolation game. 

Points will be awarded in the round robin: 

• Win – 2 points 

• Tie - 1 point 

• Loss – 0 points 

6.Ties

In the event that there are teams with the same number of points at the end of the Round  Robin:

A ) The higher place shall be awarded to which won the round robin game between the two teams.

B ) If goals for and against differentials are tied, then the higher placed standing will be awarded to the team with the least number of penalties.

C ) If the penalty minutes are even then the higher place standing will be awarded to the team with the least number of goals scored against them.

D) If a tie still ensues, a coin toss, will determine which team will receive the higher place standing

7) Game Results

8) Mr. Mike’s Shootout 

Mr. Mikes Shootout at end of regulation for round robin games. Provided there is at least 3 minutes remaining in the ice slot, immediately after each round robin game, there will be a shootout. The team winning the shootout will receive a $50 Value Mr. Mikes  Gift Certificate for their team. The following shootout format applies: 

• 5 player shootout, each player shooting once. 

• Both teams, each shooting at opposite ends, shall go at the same time. 

• All players except the current shooters and current goalies must be on the bench. 

• If the shootout is still tied after 5 shooters, and there is still at least 3 minutes remaining in the ice slot, the teams continue to take shots until there is a winner. 

• Every player on a team must shoot once before any player on a team shoots twice 

• In the unlikely event that the game is still tied after all players on a team have taken a turn, any player may shoot again for any team until the shootout is decided. The original order does not have to be maintained and a single player in that scenario could take every shot for a team. 

• If there is less than three minutes left in the ice slot and the shootout is a tie, it will end in a tie and both teams will split the shootout gift card value.
