· RRLA recommends that a new RIC be formally appointed in the fall for 2 year period.  

· $25 per evaluation, referees and mentors, up to $1000.  Can do multiple evaluations on each referee. 
· Use CLA Evaluation Form.  

· Motion:  Andy Jolly for Brent White as RIC.  Steve Seconded.  Passed.
· Suggestions:

· Safety of the players is #1.  Need to make calls for possession, high hits, slashes, fighting, cross checking, etc.  All calls.
· Refereeing 
· Brent is working on a letter to referees to address issues that are missing.

· MLA did not agree with how referees were trained this year. 

· Need to have someone that will carry forward the voice of RRLA to the referees.  Set expectations with them and during training.  That has not occurred this year.  

· RRLA is to give direction to RIC, and then have that communicated down to referees.  There are funds to allow for increased mentorship and monitoring over the next 3 weeks. 

· Missing possession calls, 

· Game time needs to be managed, may need to add 15 min to games next year.  

· Need to reinforce that referees need to be at rink 15 min before games, and let the timekeepers know that they are there.
· Timekeepers

· Need to fix the timekeeper training.

· Never saw game clock or shot clock.  Did not get good training.  

· 11 of 15 timekeepers are new.

· Very under qualified for games.  

· Need them to know how to fill out a game sheet, work the clock, keep game on track.  Work as a team with the referees. 

· Mid season timekeeper refresher if we can arrange it. 
· Need to reinforce that timekeepers need to be at rink 15 min before games.
· Proposal – Referee Clinic Fees to be paid by RRLA in future.
· Costs include floor time, instructor fee, hall fee.  $250 to conduct a clinic. 

· Referees responsible for MLA fee $39, uniform. 

· Motion:  Steve Cumpsty to Budget $2000 next year to pay for Referee clinics next year.  Jon Seconded.  Passed.

· Mentoring needs to continue for time being.
