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10. RLSA Registration System
a) RAMP registration system will be used again this year.  To be eligible to play in RLSA, must be 17 years of age by December 31, 2026.  Coaches must have completed the Respect in Sport for Activity Leader program.
b) Players in the U19 category (born 2007 or 2008) must get a release from the closest minor softball association from their address.
c) AP players have to be 16 years of age
d) For Coaches/Managers, a Criminal Record Check is required when your team has any players under the age of 18. 
e) RLSA deadline for players to be registered is Sunday, May 10th. Changes can be made until Softball Saskatchewan affiliation deadline of June 1st.
f) Ramp Team App will be purchased for teams to use.

Steve Lang - For the release of players for u19 girls, they got the release from Estevan but do we need a letter/etc or is it just an agreement with the minor league closest to them? Sarah - most organizations have a release of player form that you can send to us. If they don’t have anything there’s a link on Softball Sask for release forms. Verbal agreement is not acceptable. 

Glen - The PB Storm team is affiliated through PB Minor ball and the whole team is under 18, do they need the check submitted to RLSA? Sarah - no the PB minor league will take care of their registration and anything they require, doesn’t have to go to RLSA.
