TEAM RESPONSIBILITIES as of March 31, 2025
PRIVATE 

1) RESPONSIBILITIES OF HOME TEAM

a) Occupy the dugout on the 1st base side of the diamond.
b) Present a completed lineup card to the umpire prior to the start of the game.  The lineup card must include the first and last name and uniform number of every player at the diamond.  The player position must be included for the starting lineup.  A team representative must sign the lineup card.  Teams handing in an incomplete lineup card will be given one warning from the Association Executive.  Any subsequent incomplete lineup card will result in a $25 fine per lineup card.
c) Supply the official scorekeeper.  Score sheets are to include: team name, first and last name of every player (including substitute players listed at the bottom), player uniform numbers, player position numbers, as well as reflect anytime a substitute player is entered into the game.  Teams handing in an incomplete or inaccurate score sheet will be given one warning from the Association Executive.  Any subsequent incomplete or inaccurate score sheets will result in a $25 fine per score sheet.
d)
After the game:
· obtain umpire’s signatures on the official score sheet.  Give official score sheet to umpire who will take it back to the RLSA building at D.P. #1.
· return RLSA equipment to the storage shed located near D.P. #4.  This includes games rescheduled due to inclement  weather.

· Last team on the diamonds to lock equipment box. Ensure there are 4 safe bases in the box before locking.

2) RESPONSIBILITIES OF VISITING TEAM
a) Occupy the dugout on the 3rd base side of the diamond.

b) Present a completed lineup card to the umpire prior to the start of the game.  The lineup card must include the first and last name and uniform number of every player at the diamond.  The player position must be included for the starting lineup.  A team representative must sign the lineup card.  Teams handing in an incomplete lineup card will be given one warning from the Association Executive.  Any subsequent incomplete lineup card will result in a $25 fine per lineup card.
3) RESPONSIBILITIES OF WINNING TEAM
a) After the game, it is the responsibility of the winning team to contact Susan Getzlaf at 306-545- by noon the following day with the game score.
