Welcome to the 34th Annual Richmond Hill Ringette Tournament. We are thrilled to be hosting again 
and look forward to seeing our 36 teams in action coming from all regions across Ontario!  
 
VENUES 

Tom Graham Arena (East & West), 1300 Elgin Mills Rd E, Richmond Hill 

• Parking – the main lot usually has plenty of room however if needed there is overflow to the 
east and west of the building 

• Team check-in – upon arrival please proceed upstairs for check in at our convenor table 

• Warm-ups – off-ice warm-up areas are limited; not permitted in staircase corridor; if using top 
of arena stands, do not play music, and watch noise levels to respect game in play 

• Outdoor skate trail – siblings can bring their skates and check out the trail next door! 

Ed Sackfield (North), 311 Valleymede Drive, Richmond Hill 

• Parking – the main lot (north end at entrance) is closest to the north arena however is 
sometimes full; overflow parking is available at the back of the building (south side) 

• Team check-in – upon arrival please proceed to the north end of the building for check in at 
our convenor table 

• Warm-ups – there is a hallway at the north end of the north pad or various options in the 
main hallway so as not to disturb teams on the ice 

 

TRF’s 

• Every TRF adjustment will need to be approved and signed off by G&T prior to your first 
game 

• If your team requested a TRF adjustment and received the approval from G&T, please email 
it to tournament@rhringette.com or provide a printed copy to the arena convenor prior to 
your first game of the tournament 

• Once approved, your player can be entered into Ramp as an “AP/Guest” 

• A copy should remain with you for reference when you sign in your team before other games 
the substitute player(s) is playing

Start times & on-ice warmups - Please be prepared to start all games (except the first game of the 
day, semis, or finals) up to 10 minutes ahead of schedule; On-ice warmups will be limited to 3 
minutes from the time the Zamboni doors close.

Bench access - All bench staff must walk around boards to benches and must not step onto the ice 
surface except trainers to attend to an injured player
