➢ Volunteer Screening Requirement 

 

➢ Standard First Aid* 

 

 

➢ All teams U10-U19 are required to have ONE designated trainer on their bench for 

sanctioned events, this individual must be 18 or older and counts towards the 

maximum of 5 staff members permitted on the bench at once. A team is permitted to 

register multiple Trainers on the official Team Registration Form. 

 

➢ *Valid minimum standard first aid and CPR certification from a recognized First Aid 

program or active employment in a recognized health care profession in which first 

aid techniques are commonly applied. 

 

➢ Certification must be verified by the Club (typically the Coaching Coordinator) 

and/or uploaded to the Trainer’s RAMP profile. 

 

➢ All bench staff requirements must be completed by November 30th of the current
