All proof of Standard First Aid or equivalences must be 
submitted to your club coordinator. 

 
Ø At least one member of the bench staff must be a non-playing female, age 

eighteen or older and present on the bench for all sanctioned events. 
 
Ø All Team Staff requirements must be completed by November 30th of the 

current playing year to be an eligible member of the roster. 
 
Ø HOUSE LEAGUE is defined as a league in which the members of all 

teams belong to the same association. House league is open to all players 
of any skill level and ability and is designed to offer fun, community, and 
competition to the participants in a team format, while supporting a 
healthy and active lifestyle for all players
