area closest to their scheduled game.

A Place flags for goal posts 10 z 12 feet apart. All curtains splitting the fields into
thirds should be in place.
u9:
A Coaches are to grab a total of two flags and two bases from the flag storage

area closest to their scheduled game.
A Flags/bases for goals shall be placed against the curtain which is splitting the
field in half. The other goal area is the hole in the wall.

Last game of the day:
A Coaches from each team are to collect the bases and flags from their field and

place the flags in the bin neatly and stack the bases on the floor.
