Program Purpose:

1. To develop provincial Poomsae Referees to judge fairly and accurately. To protect the integrity of the Poomsae Taekwondo games according to the competition rules set out by the World Taekwondo.

2. Provincial Poomsae Referee Certification Program will prepare Saskatchewan referees to be ready for National Level Referee Seminars and enable them to get the maximum benefit from the National Seminars.

3. To create three levels of Provincial Referees for incentive to improve Poomsae referee skills.

4. To run seminars the day before provincials to refresh and upgrade referee skills. To make sure referees are up to date if they were not able to attend courses offered earlier in the year.

5. To educate athletes, coaches and parents regarding the rules and how this will affect the athlete’s performance.
6. SASK WT Taekwondo Association may fund any provincial referee towards their National Seminar fees but they must be a Class 1 SASK WT Provincial referee in good standing and have been recommended by the SASK WT referee chairman.

Provincial Level Three: Fee $40
· Purpose: concentrates on developing poomsae judges and educating competitors.
· Requirement: 13-year-old Red belt and up
· Focus: Understanding of the WT Poomsae Competition Rules
· Knowledge of the Poomsae starting at Taegeuk Il Jang (1) up to Taegeuk Chil Jang (7)
· Introduction to Freestyle Poomsae
· Fundamentals of judging Poomsae
· Open book written test and Practical test with a minimum overall score of 70%
· Has taken 2 sessions of 3-hour seminar and evaluated at a tournament.

Provincial Level Two: Fee $50
· Purpose: Concentrates on developing Poomsae referees for local and provincial games
· Requirement: minimum 16-year-old, 1st Dan Kukkiwon and has a Class P3 referee status and taken a full Poomsae seminar (9 to 12 hours) or Refresher Course.
· Knowledge of Poomsae from Taegeuk Il Jang (1) to Koryo
· Knowledge of Freestyle Poomsae
· Open book written test, practical test and scoring test with a minimum overall score of 75%
· Experience of two (2) tournaments or more.

Provincial Level One: Fee $60
· Purpose: concentrates on preparing Poomsae Referees for the National Referee Seminar.
· Requirement: minimum 18-year-old, 1st Dan Kukkiwon, P2 Referee Status
· Knowledge of the Poomsae starting at Taegeuk Sa Jang (4) up to Sipjin
· Knowledge of Freestyle Poomsae
· Open book test, Practical test, and a scoring test with a minimum overall score of 80%
· Has Referee P2 status and taken a full seminar
· Experience of 3 tournaments (or more) and a refresher course
