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SOFTBALL MANITOBA
BURSARY PROGRAM
Softball Manitoba has two (2) bursaries that are presented by The Association to students/athletes attending a Post Secondary Institute of Learning for the first time.  Included are:

The Softball Manitoba Bursary 
This Bursary is to be presented by Softball Manitoba to a student/athlete who has demonstrated highly successful competitive experience at a national and/or provincial and/or regional level.  The value of the Bursary shall be $500.00.

The Eugene Michalow Memorial Bursary

This Bursary is to be presented annually by Softball Manitoba to a student/athlete who exhibits exemplary sportsmanship and dedication to Softball.  The value of the Bursary shall be $500.00.

Applicant Criteria

1. Must be a resident of Manitoba (includes approved Saskatchewan and NW Ont. athletes registered in MB).  To apply the Applicant must be twenty one (21) years of age or less during the current year.

2. Must be a registered player with Softball Manitoba Fast Pitch/Minors for the current year plus the two years previous to the year in which the Bursary is awarded.

3. Must be attending a Post Secondary Institute of Learning for the first time.  Proof of full-time enrolment at such an institution will be required.  Please submit a copy of your last transcript.
4. Applicants must be able to demonstrate a high level of softball ability.  

5. Applicants must be able to demonstrate exemplary sportsmanship and dedication to softball.

6. Applicants must be able to demonstrate their community involvement – volunteer or employment related.

7. A completed application must be submitted.  Additionally, three letters of reference must accompany the application.  At least one must be from an individual aware of the candidate’s softball activities and at least one must be from a recent teacher or principal.

8. Must be received at the Softball Manitoba office on or before August 1st.   This includes the application and letters of reference.

Selection and Awarding Process

All applications received on or before the August 1st deadline will be referred to the Advisory Board for selection of the successful candidate for the Bursaries.

The Advisory Board reserves the right not to award the Bursaries in a particular year if they deem no candidate meets the criteria.

The successful applicants and the Michalow Family shall be informed, in writing, on or before October 1st of the awarding of the Bursaries.

Softball Manitoba reserves the right to cancel any award before payment or take recovery action on an award made to a person if the conditions of the Bursary have not been met.

The actual presentation of the Bursaries shall be made at a time set by Softball Manitoba.  This date shall be no later than the end of the calendar year in which the Bursary is awarded.  In the case of the Eugene Michalow Memorial Fund Bursary, a member of the Michalow family or their designate shall make the presentation.
