Encouraging technical, 

psychological and social dimensions relating to the game and life.

The St. Charles Force (SC Force) Premier Program  
  

The Premier program encompasses the highest level of Club Soccer available to youth 

players in Manitoba. The program generally includes two levels of play at each age, 

referred to as Premier 1 and Premier 2.  

The focus of the Premier program expands to emphasize team playing attacking and defending 

formations, aimed at exploiting the ball control skills developed at earlier ages. As game play now 

forms a more significant component of coach and player evaluation, a greater emphasis is placed 

on contributions to the team result. 

Teams at the Premier level may be required to travel out of town for league play during the 

season (e.g. Portage La Prairie, Brandon and/or Thunder Bay) if those cities place teams in the 

WYSA Premier 1 and Premier 2 leagues. 

 

 



 

 

 

 

Premier 1  

Intended for the top soccer athletes within the District. The commitment for a Premier 1 

player is 80% attendance, attending tournaments and training 2-3 times per week with 1 

league match.  

MSA Cup Team  

The Provincial Tournament happens for ages U15 and U17, players from the U14 

all the way through to U17 are eligible to make this team. This commitment can 

be up to 3-4 times per week plus league games and friendly matches. A player 

that is rostered on the MSA Cup team is not guaranteed playing time in any of the 

matches, nor is a Premier 1 league player automatically on the MSA Cup Team. 

The Manitoba Soccer Association Provincial Club Champions in each age category 

will progress to the Canadian Club Nationals held annually each fall. Additionally, 

players in the Premier program are invited to participate in the selection process 

for Provincial and National Training programs  

 

Premier 2 

 Is intended to provide players who are committed to further improvement of their skills with an 

opportunity for participation in a competitive training program. Player on the premier 2 teams 

are expected to attend 80% attendance and have 1-2 trainings per week and 1 league match.  

Players will be assessed throughout the season and through hard work and dedication will have 

the opportunity to be a guest player with Premier 1 Teams as well as the chance to participate on 

the MSA Cup team.
