The BB group received
the most of these types of suspensions with 26 or 29%. The AA group received 23 or 25% and the A group received 19 while
the B group received 16 or 17% each. The next highest suspension called was Head Contact (GM41.13 Rule 7.6) with 68
suspensions or 13%. The BB level received 27 while the AA received 15. The A group received 9, the B received 7, and the HL
group received 6.

There were 62 Senior level suspensions.

e The Senior B received the most suspensions with 22, Senior C with the next highest at 17.
e Senior Areceived 10, BB received 4 while the Senior HL received 6.

Coaches:
e 7 suspensionsissued where 4 were for Unsportsmanlike Conduct.
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Overall, this year there were 1269 suspensions called for this season.

The suspension called most often was Checking From Behind (GM55 Rule 7.5a) with 249 which represents 20% of all
suspensions called. The U18 level received the most Checking from Behind suspensions with 83 or 6% of the suspensions.
The next highest suspension called was Head Contact (GM41.13 Rule 7.6b) with 128 or 9%. The U18 Level received the
most GM20 (Rule 11.1¢e) suspension calls with 41. The U15 and U22 divisions were close behind with 30 and then 14.

This year, the U18 category received the highest number of suspensions with 542 of the 1280 or 42% of all suspensions. The
next highest category receiving suspensions was U15 with 346 suspensions or 27%. The U18 BB level received the highest
number of suspensions with 163 or 13% of all suspensions. This was followed closely by the U18 A at 118, U18 B with 91,
the AA level at 84, HL at 60, and U18 C at 22, and DS at 4.

Coaching staff received 229 or 18% of all suspensions. Again, the U18 coaches received the most with 75 or 33% of all
Coach suspensions. Coaches at the U15 level were next highest behind the U18 level with 58 or 13% of the suspensions.
