WHITE BUTTE MINOR BALL ASSOCIATION 
White Butte Minor Ball Association is a non-profit organization that coordinates Bronco Baseball and Storm Softball in the White Butte Region. The Association is led year round by a volunteer Board of Directors, and are joined by additional volunteers during the ball season to coach and manage the teams.

The Board is responsible for the day-to-day operations of Bronco Baseball and Storm Softball within the rules, regulations and policies of Baseball Regina and Regina Minor Softball League.

The Board has responsibility in helping to ensure ball needs of the communities it serves – Pilot Butte, Emerald Park, White City, Edenwold, and Balgonie.  Board members are appointed/elected, and are parents of players or interested residents from within the region. 

Annually, the regular membership of the Board will be appointed/elected.  The positions required are:  President of Softball and Baseball, Secretary, Treasurer, Player Development of Baseball and Softball, Registrar, Scheduler, Umpire Coordinator, Website Administrator, Equipment/Uniforms, and Members at Large.
PRESIDENT OF SOFTBALL – Submitted by Michelle Schlamp 
Storm Softball had an exceptional year with almost six additional teams added to our association.  We opened a new division, U6, where there were enough girls registered for three teams.  Storm was able to evaluate in March for “A” teams in U12, U14 and U16 divisions in the RMSL.  The U18 team played in Tier 3 in the Regina Ladies League.  Our U14/U16 “A” and “B” teams entered into provincials which were completed in July 2017. 

We hosted the 1st Annual "Clash of the Cleats" in Balgonie, where U6 to U10 played in a tournament/skills competition.  The skills were held by our U14/U16 “A” teams girls.  It was a great success with teams from Regina, Storm and Indian Head participating.  The local teams donated prize baskets for raffle. 

Our Executive welcomed some new members, and Lisa Fuchs, Patty Huculak and myself resigned after many years of dedication to the association.  Leigh Fuessel will be the new president of Softball.

2017 was another good year for Broncos Baseball.  We had continued growth to the point where we are at capacity for the current amount of ball diamonds available in our communities. SCHEDULER – Submitted by Shelley Stamm
The 2017 Ball Season was another great season from a scheduling perspective. Prior to the season start, I met with all the rec directors from Balgonie, White City and Pilot Butte.  We reviewed the previous season’s process and very few adjustments were needed, as the previous season worked well.  Electronic calendars were again provided on a regular basis throughout the season, so that double booking did not occur, and billing would be accurate. 
I attended the Baseball Scheduling Meeting with the coaches and assisted them with their scheduling of games for the season.  Baseball practices were then coordinated and scheduled via email.  I also worked with the softball coaches/ managers and assisted with scheduling of their home games and practices.  Once all the schedules were finalized I loaded them into each team’s webpage on the White Butte website.  With the increase in teams in both softball and baseball, we also increased diamond usage once again.  To accommodate this increase in diamond usage, we utilized the diamonds during the week by scheduling back to back practices.  This worked well and allowed most diamond requests to be accommodated.  Coaches/managers were very understanding to this new process.  One final change to the scheduling process we made this season was that of restriction of access to each team’s calendar on the website.  This restriction allowed only the scheduler to have the ability to make changes to a team’s calendar with regards to games and practices.  This was done to ensure billing was correct, double booking did not occur and that changes did accidentally occur.  Coaches/ Managers let me know whenever changes to their schedule had occurred and completely understood the need to restrict access to this function.  Coaches and managers were still able to add events to their calendars such as tournaments and team building functions.  I was also able to assist with scheduling of the diamonds for a Softball Tournament, Baseball Tournament, Rally Cap Event and City Playoffs. 

In all, scheduling this season was a success for both teams and communities.  2018 scheduling has already begun and appears it will be another busy season on the diamonds.

As Website Administrator, my role included managing the Association’s website which includes: on-line registrations for Season Registration, weekly Player Development sessions, as well as collecting/posting important and relevant information and news on our Association. UMPIRE COORDINATOR - Submitted by Jeff Hilchey
Early 2017, I contacted umpires from previous summers to see if they might be interested in umping again the coming summer.  I also gathered a list of new interested individuals from the registrar.  I made a list of available umpires and updated my “contacts” file.  I sent an informational email to our umps describing the upcoming umpire clinic, remuneration and expected attire while umping.  I contacted Cool Things Promotions and had shirts made up for our umpires; these shirts featured our association’s name on the chest.  I attended the umpire clinic and was recertified.  Each week I sent an email to our umpires listing the games available to work during the coming week.  Umpires chose the games they wanted to call and I sent another email listing umpire assignments for the coming week.  Weekly, I dealt with issues arising from things like rainouts and ump illnesses and disputes with coaches.  Periodically during the season, I purchased replacement equipment on behalf of the association and distributed it to equipment sheds.  Twice during the season, I tallied the days worked and calculated umpire payments. This information was relayed to the treasurer who cut cheques.  
PLAYER DEVELOPMENT - SOFTBALL - Submitted by Leigh Fuessel
In 2017, Storm Softball ran multiple player development sessions held at the Pilot Butte school gym on Monday evenings, starting January 16, 2017 and ran until March 20, 2017.  The sessions consisted of throwing/fielding drills and hitting drills.  These affordable sessions included athletes from U8-U16.  We also ran three pitching clinics for all age divisions instructed by Alicia Edgar. 
Running these Player Development sessions from year to year has allowed the association a firsthand look at just how far these kids have come.  Their eagerness to learn and compete grows with each session, which is exciting to see.  The success being achieved in the gym during these off season Player Development sessions are starting to convert to game play during the regular season.  The hope would be to continue and grow these successes with each year.
PLAYER DEVELOPMENT - BASEBALL - Submitted by Rob Cherepuschak
Broncos Baseball had another very successful 2017 baseball season!  We had more athletes playing in 2017 than ever before! One Midget team, three Bantam teams, five Pee Wee teams, seven Mosquito teams and eleven Rally Cap teams.  There are a number of factors that contributed to this success; a positive culture, wonderful volunteers and a genuine desire to provide a great experience for the youth in our community.   In terms of a player development, we continued to build on a model allowing all levels of Broncos athletes’ affordable and convenient opportunity for player development, such as:
· Weekly Player Development sessions at Emerald Ridge School from January to April.  These sessions were hosted by Justin Eiswirth and were very well attended.  The sessions were extremely affordable and always focused on fun and skill development. 
· Our relationship with Inside Pitch allowed families who wanted to pursue more development time an opportunity to do so (often with other families from our association).  Some of our families even travelled to Arizona with Inside Pitch to experience new opportunities.

· Many families have also pursued their own development opportunities through RBI Baseball.  In addition to attending regular training, several athletes competed with RBI in the fall.  Others have also travelled with RBI to the United States in the off season.

· Above all else, in 2017 I witnessed more families (from our communities) stopping by our local fields to support and watch our local athletes.  An example of this was how young Broncos players would routinely come to our Bantam AAA home games to see the older Broncos play.  Having role models within our association is priceless as we continue to grow together in a positive culture.

· Looking ahead, we’ll continue to provide off season training opportunities, effective player evaluations and most importantly continue to develop our program by promoting a positive culture throughout the community.
